DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Cllr Clark notified the Council that he was no longer Chairman of Ashington Youth Club. Cllr Wood declared an interest in the review of the Litter Warden’s salary as his wife is the Litter Warden.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The Minutes of the meeting held on the 1st March 2007 were approved as a true record and signed by the Chairman. Proposed by Councillor Norton and seconded by Councillor Webb, and agreed.

The Chairman asked that the report from the Neighbourhood Warden be moved forward on the agenda as the Warden had duties to perform after her report to Council. Agreed by all.

REPORT FROM NEIGHBOURHOOD WARDEN
The Chairman reported that Darryn Moulding would be returning to work very shortly and that our new Warden, Paul Conroy, had made an excellent start having re-started the Youth Football sessions and liaising with sports coach Natalie Payne to improve the sports on offer to the youngsters. He had also been successful in catching  youths in possession of drugs.

Gill Carlow, Steyning Neighbourhood Warden reported that the electrical fusebox in the porch of the Scout Hall had been vandalized. Youngsters were still hanging around the churchyard area but the Wardens were patrolling this area on a regular basis. One young driver had been caught in possession of drugs. Some younger children had been caught damaging flowers and garden ornaments and the Wardens approached their parents who were asked to deal with the matter. The recent large funeral in the village had passed without incident.
The Chairman thanked Gill Carlow for covering Ashington while Darryn was absent and particularly praised her for her excellent communication with him so that he was made aware of incidents within the village.

Cllr Carver commented that Paul Conroy was very visible within the village and had been seen in areas where Wardens did not normally patrol and was pleased with this high visibility presence.

Gill Carlow left the meeting to attend to her duties.

Item 85 Results from the Village Survey.

A "Parish Plan Steering Group" has been established to pursue the issues in the new Parish Plan with representatives from all of the major village organisations. Action plans had been established for all of the issues arising from the Parish Plan and the next meeting would be held in May with an exhibition of progress/achievements in early June. Cllrs Clark & Webb confirmed their commitment to the Steering Group.

Item 29 Layby at Shopping Area
Frank Wilkinson will liaise with colleagues within WSCC to pursue this project. Information from WSCC shows that the cost of the project has risen significantly (from £19400 to £23650) and that WSCC wish to add a 9% design cost and £1500 for the Traffic Regulation Orders making a total scheme cost of £27278. 
There had been some confusion about HDC’s progress with the wording of AS/5/98 although very recently District Councillor Jenkins had informed the Chairman that all the funds were in place and that Hilary Conlon (HDC) would confirm this and David Lambert (WSCC) would instruct the contractors to commence works. County Councillor Wilkinson will check with David Lambert that this is the case.

If the works were to proceed then funds from AS/5/98 and part of DC/06/1100 would be required (in addition to other s106 funds previously agreed) and the Parish Council had yet to receive formal notification of the s106 agreement for DC/06/1100 and HDC did not yet know which s106 agreement the developers were obliged to pay (DC/04/0463, DC/06/1099 or DC/06/1100).

Cllr Norton had spoken with Evan Giles (HDC) who had been in contact with Wimpey Homes Legal department who did not know the reason for the delay. The Parish Council’s solicitors had heard nothing from Wimpey Homes or Persimmon Homes. The Chairman pointed out to Roger Arthur that the original s106 agreement (AS/29/98) would expire after 10 years leaving the Developer with no obligation to pay the funds to the Council. In addition 2 years ago Persimmon Homes stopped all maintenance on the land and the Parish Council has paid for maintenance using their own funds. There seemed to be a reluctance by the Developers to sort out the matter, presumably so that the agreement would expire and they would not have to hand over funds to the Parish Council. HDC’s Legal Department should be taking action to enforce these s106 agreements but always leave the work to Parish Councils to sort out. Clerk to email details to Roger Arthur.

The Clerk reported that she had passed her Clerks portfolio and was now a Qualified Clerk. The Chairman proposed congratulations from all Councillors and the Clerk was presented with a small gift.
The Chairman proposed to set up a fund within the Council’s accounts to take donations towards a ‘Paeds Kit’ (@£1000) for the First Responders to use during an emergency childbirth situation. Agreed by all
Request from Ashington Youth Club for a grant of £500 towards the cost of running the Youth Club in the old village hall. The Parish Council had provided grants in the past towards this worthwhile venture and it was proposed by Cllr Carver that a grant of £500 be awarded, seconded by Cllr Norton and agreed by all. The grant is awarded under Section 19 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976 – provision of recreational facilities.
Request from ACCT for a grant of £2045+VAT for a rotary mower capable of cutting the Recreation Ground grass. The existing gang mowers were very old and were not capable of cutting wet grass. It was felt that as this was a non-income generating facility and a cost to ACCT that the Parish Council should support this application. It was proposed by Cllr Norton that a grant of £1250 be awarded, seconded by Cllr Carver and agreed by all. The grant is awarded under Section 19 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976 – provision of recreational facilities.
Notification from HDC that the Wardens cost for 06/07 is £43,753 (significantly less than the £54,554 originally allocated due to the loss of one warden and difficulty finding a replacement). The Council has already paid £20,000 towards the cost.

WSCC have confirmed that urban grass cutting will take place 11 times per year and will include the roundabouts and surrounding areas free of charge. The Council had previously budgeted £1320 for additional grass cutting should WSCC only undertake 7 cuts per annum.

Councillors are asked to approve the appointment of the Internal Auditor (last years auditor has agreed to do this years audit). Agreed by all.
SALC/NALC have increased the cost of subscription from £346 exc Vat 06/07 to £501 exc VAT for 07/08 (increase of £155) because of their need to rebuild funds after a number of years of using reserves. Subscriptions are now calculated on a cost per elector basis. Many councils will have seen little change or even a decrease in subscriptions this year, unfortunately we are one of few councils to see a large increase. The rise will take the Council over budget (agreed budget £500 for all subscriptions, taking this increase into account the actual cost will be @£100 over budget). SALC are prepared to negotiate with those councils that have seen an ‘unacceptable increase’. It was proposed by Cllr Norton, seconded by Cllr Hayler that the Clerk contact SALC and ask for a reduction in the region of £100 for 07/08 to bring in line with the agreed budget but to increase the budget for 08/09 to pay the full cost of the subscription. Agreed by all.

REPORT FROM CHAIRMAN ON DEVELOPMENT ISSUES AND AMENITIES.

The Chairman reported that Ian Joplin (Head of Waste & the Environment, HDC) had attended the recent Residents Association meeting and spoken on the Clean Neighbourhoods & Environment Act 2005. The Act was complicated to implement but HJDC had approved the employment of 4 Street Scene Wardens who would operate across the District and would be trained to tackle issues such as dog fouling. They would have the power to speak to dog walkers, erect signage, issue warnings, Fixed Penalty Notices and prosecute. There were a number of problem areas in the village – Church Lane, FP2606 (behind The Sands path), FP2611 (church to Church Close balancing pond), FP2505 (Methodist Church to footbridge) and the old A24. Clerk to forward to Ian Joplin to request action from the Street Scene Wardens.

MEETINGS

Chairman’s meetings listed under “Development Issues and Amenities Report”.
Cllr Norton had attended the Horsham & Chanctonbury PPI meeting on 13th March. He reported that rural health services had been discussed and that a proposal to introduce a mobile dental service available to the infirm/housebound could be introduced and it could advise on NHS dental services available in the area. Members of the PPI had agreed to support the application for renewal of the Pharmaceutical Licence for Ashington. There was some discussion on the fate of St. Richards and Worthing Hospitals. It was made clear that neither would be closed and both would retain A&E units but that it was proposed that one would have an acute A&E unit and the other a minor injuries A&E unit although it had not been decided which would be in each hospital.
Cllr Hayler had attended the HALC meeting of 5th March and had circulated notes of the meeting. She reported that HALC had a new Chairman.

Cllr Hayler had attended an ACCT meeting as the Parish Council’s Observer. It was reported that the automated access system was working well and that the Sports Pavilion was now linked via a wireless link. ACCT had been awarded £2500 from s106 Community grants for a dishwasher. The AGM would be 15th June at 7.30pm. The Clerk was reminded that we need to advise ACCT who our Observer will be after the Parish Council AGM on 10th May. A new Film Club was being established after the success of the recent Cinema evenings in the Community Centre. The Xmas Fayre would be 1st December 2007.
Cllr Hayler had attended a Youth Club meeting. She reported that the AGM of 13th March had been well attended with a new Committee being formed which included some new volunteers. A number of volunteers and youngsters had undertaken some re-painting in the building which was a great success. Positive relationships had been established with Kate’s Cakes and Saxon Weald. The Chairman reported that the improvements to the Youth Club were excellent especially having involved the youngsters in the design and tasks and that the relationship and funding from Saxon Weald was a positive step forward.
MINOR MATTERS RAISED BY COUNCILLORS

Cllr Wood asked the Chairman why the recent new style Newsletter
had contained very little news. The Chairman reminded Councillors that this was meant to be an advertising only edition as it had been due to be distributed at the same time as the Chairman’s regular Newsletter and that there was little point duplicating the news. The next edition would contain the usual news although there may be space restrictions. The Chairman & Clerk are preparing articles. Councillors agreed that the presentation of the new style Newsletter was excellent.

Cllr Norton reported that the trench works from the Applegarth/Oak Tree Cottage development had subsided and were not satisfactory. Over 6 months had passed since the works were done and the Developer should make right the defect. County Councillor Wilkinson reported that a new Highways Superintendent for Ashington had been appointed recently. Clerk to report to WSCC.
