045/07 APOLOGIES AND REASONS FOR ABSENCE 

Apologies received from Cllrs N. Carver & B. Norton (holiday). No apology received from Cllr N. Phillips (Note – apology sent by N. Phillips before the meeting but not received by the Clerk until after the meeting had closed)
045/07 DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Cllr Clark declared a prejudicial interest in items involving Ashington Youth Club and Ashington Community Centre (Item 119).

046/07 APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Cllr Hayler requested an amendment to minute 004/07 as the Chairman would not be representing the Parish Council on the Parish Plan Steering Group. The Chairman confirmed that he would represent the Residents Association. Agreed by all. The Clerk deleted the Chairman from the minutes as written.

The Chairman asked for a typing error in minute 014/07 be amended – DC/06/110 was amended by the Clerk to read DC/06/1100. Agreed by all.
The amended Minutes of the meeting held on the 4th January 2007 were approved as a true record and signed by the Chairman. Proposed by Councillor Webb and seconded by Councillor Hayler, and agreed.

047/07 The Chairman asked that the public adjournement and report from the Neighbourhood Warden be moved forward on the agenda as the Warden had duties to perform after his report to Council and there were no members of the public present. Agreed by all.

048/07 PUBLIC ADJOURNMENT AND REPORT FROM NEIGHBOURHOOD WARDEN
The Neighbourhood Warden reported the following:
1. There had been regular problems with cars racing and performing wheel spins in the vicinity of the northern roundabout and Billingshurst Road. Local residents had not reported to the Police although the Chairman commented that the problem has persisted for years and that the Police had been informed on numerous occasions. The Warden would monitor the situation and get the Police involved if necessary.

2. There had been problems of noise, vandalism, littering and anti-social behaviour in the vicinity of the Parish Church and in the graveyard usually in the very early hours of the morning. Local residents had not called the Police. The Warden had spoken to the Police who would visit the area on occasions. The Warden reminded Councillors that he can only tackle issues by pursuing anti-social behaviour orders and was powerless to enforce offences such as littering. It was hoped that once an action plan for the Clean Neighbourhoods & Environment Act was established then the Warden may be able to issue Fixed Penalty Notices. The Chairman reminded Councillors and the neighbourhood warden that the cctv camera was in place on the east wall of the Parish Church and could provide evidence to support ASBO’s or criminal offences.

3. The Warden would look into the possibility of a new Youth Shelter in the village. He would look at different designs and talk to other villages who have Youth Shelters. The Chairman reminded him that the previous Youth Shelter had been badly abused and subsequently removed, and that the Parish Council had not included any costs in its budget for 07/08.

4. Youth Club numbers were on the increase and once heating and other basic amenities were installed then it was hoped that activities on offer could be much improved possibly with the introduction of themed nights where special projects and tasks were undertaken.

5. Because there had been a number of distraction burglaries recently a Community Safety Day has been organised for 17th March and HDC, Neighbourhood Wardens, PCSO’s and the Handy Van Service would be on hand to advise residents.

6. The new Warden had undertaken a number of trial shifts and would, in all likelihood, be starting the position permanently in the very near future.

The issue of sound attenuating fencing and the drawing forward of the maintenance programme to include the “quieter surface” was discussed at the CLC meeting on 23rd January 2007 at which there was an excellent turnout of over 50 residents, although Cllr Hayler expressed disappointment that not many Parish Councillors were present. At the meeting Vince Tipper cast doubts on the effectiveness of fencing and he was supported by another County Councillor (Barnard). Most of those in attendance then seemed to agree that spending £38k on fencing that may not work would be seen as irresponsible. The resurfacing that they are looking at is in three sections (total cost @£280k) perhaps 2010/2011 (the programme seems to change constantly), but that brought them to stating that they would be willing to do the noisiest  part of the north bound carriageway first with the quieter surface if they could raise the funds. The question of sec 106 transport funds then came up but they were reminded by the Chairman about the importance of the wording of sec 106 transport agreements. The Chairman also informed them that this Council had requested that the developer of Hoots House have a condition of installing a bund from the site south to the flyover placed on him if the planning application is approved. Cllr Hayler informed the Council that this planning application was scheduled for discussion by HDC week commencing 5th February. County Councillor Wilkinson had met with Paul Rowley and David Jenkins (HDC) who had informed him that they supported the extension of the bund as part of the planning conditions that may be placed on the developer of Hoots House if planning permission is awarded.
The Chairman of the CLC has written to Vince Tipper (WSCC) asking him to look at the scheduled highways works to see if any non-safety related work could be delayed in favour of resurfacing the A24.
