Cllr Hayler declared a personal prejudicial interest in Correspondence for Action No. 3 concerning Aladdins Cave as the property is close to her own home. 

291/09 APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The Minutes of the meeting held on the 3rd September 2009 were approved as a true record and signed by the Chairman. Proposed by Councillor Norton and seconded by Councillor Harbour, and agreed.
292/09 REPORT FROM THE NEIGHBOURHOOD WARDENS
Crime and Anti –Social Behaviour

An incident of noise nuisance was reported from a resident in The Sands involving a group of youths and two vehicles playing music at an unacceptable level consistently for two hours. These same youths had left large amounts of litter on the Recreation Ground. Following descriptions of those involved I intercepted the group and issued cautions to all present about repeat behaviour. I have had no reports of such behaviour since.

I visited a young resident who had reported that he was offered drugs in the Skate Park. His description, however, did not match to anyone known to us. We will remain alert and continue to observe the area covertly. We have also issued a general warning to young people in the village about this incident.

A resident has reported that her child was stopped by a man in a black car whilst walking from the Village bus stop to their home. The Police were called and a statement given. Going on a description from the child involved I believe I have identified a possible suspect and have passed on the details plus a vehicle registration to the police.

Complaints of high pressure sales techniques used by two men from Scottish Power have been followed up. I caught up with the two adult males in question asking for I.D. and contact telephone numbers for their superiors informing them that I would be forwarding a complaint on behalf of residents.

Following concerns from residents in Willard Way for a young female who was seen to be taken against her will shouting and screaming across the footpath areas adjacent to the Balancing Pond we carried out a search of the area with P.C.S.O Hannah Venus from Pulborough Police Station. Warranted officers were called to assist and a Dog unit arrived but was eventually stood down after an extensive search of the area. We have had no feedback or consequential report of the incident and can only assume that the disagreement was of a domestic and non threatening nature.

Following an increase of complaints about dog fouling particularly on the Recreation Ground we have programmed Dog days where extensive focus will be given to catching perpetrators using both overt and covert techniques.

The Golden Plaice was broken into again and a member of staff had their laptop stolen. We have given advice regarding C.C.T.V. coverage. The owners declined to report the incident to the police.

We have dealt with two cases of abandoned dogs, referring them both to Clayton Kennels. There has been an increase of incidents of dogs on the loose in the village and we ask that owners be more vigilant.

We also have had a “gentleman of the road” reside with us for the last weekend and after complaints of begging was signposted to Horsham and advised to get assistance. He agreed to be taken to the outskirts of Billingshurst and I escorted him there whilst giving him an informal lecture on the dangers he might face.

We have had a report from staff in the C.O.O.P about the use of false I.D. Cards to obtain cigarettes. We are working together to identify and confiscate the cards.

We have received some feedback from our groups of young people whom we have empowered to organise assisted trips out of the village. At present we are looking to take a group to Chessington on the 31st October for a special Fright Night Halloween special.

Junior Warden Scheme

Junior Wardens enjoyed an evening out at the Capitol Theatre where they saw a show entitled “cacophony”, a mixture of street dance and circus. All said they had a great time.

Future projects include assisting us with the Spice of Life Show on Oct 3rd, 
a tidy up of the old home in Hillcrest Drive and assisting with the school Garden Project. Cllr Kearney would provide contact details for the owners of the Care Home so that the Wardens could seek their permission for works.

We would like to formally ask blessing of the Parish Council to widen the range of their projects by offering their services of the Junior Wardens to other Parishes in the form of tidying up local eyesores and litter picks. This would raise the profile of the scheme and in particular the reputation of the Ashington Junior Wardens and Parish Council in being a leading light in the support of these environmental initiatives. Agreed by all.
Willard Room Gym Project

A great deal of interest is being generated in the forthcoming Gym Project and we have had several volunteers come forward offering us assistance with the decoration of the Willard room. It is currently the talk of the village amongst young people.

We removed a section of a branch of tree that had intersected Park Lane. The road is now clear in both directions.

Cllr Hayler reported that she had reminded HDC that they were due to write to the Council some time ago to ask for confirmation that the Parish Council would support the Warden Scheme continuing for a further 3 years. The Parish Council had previously indicated their support (Minute 161/09, meeting 7th May 2009). HDC were continuing their support of the scheme as evidenced by the ordering of a new vehicle for the wardens as the lease on their existing vehicle was coming to an end.

293/09 REPORT FROM DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS
County Councillor Wilkinson has informed the Clerk that he has asked HDC to send the road sweeper to Rectory Lane asap as the channels are blocked. He has also asked for the Highway Rangers to clear vegetation from Meiros Way to Penn Gardens as he personally walked the route and found that vegetation was significantly overgrowing the footpaths. The work will be undertaken week commencing 12th October. Councillors were asked to let the Clerk know when the work is completed.

District Councillor Roger Arthur reported that:
1. The application for a landfill site at Laybrook Brickworks had been withdrawn and was, therefore, not discussed at HDC’s Development Control (South) meeting. There was no news at HDC of an application being re-submitted or of likely timescales as the applicant had a number of issues still to be addressed. WSCC would be writing to the applicant outlining the gaps in information in their original application, a new application would be submitted with information added as an addendum so that WSCC would not have to validate all of the information all over again. It was possible that WSCC may only grant 28 days consultation period rather than the 8 weeks it had previously allowed with the first application.
2. Under the new Acorn Plus recycling scheme blue top bins had recently been delivered to the majority of households in Ashington. Collections would begin week beginning 14th October. The new side-loading vehicle was in use around the village emptying the normal green top bins on occasions.

3. HDC were formulating their medium term financial strategy to save £1.2 million pa. It was intended that there would be no impact on front line services and refuse collection would remain weekly.

Cllr Stillwell asked District Councillor Roger Arthur why residents of Sparrows Lane, Ashington had no recycling facilities at all (neither baskets nor blue top bins). It was agreed that the Clerk contact HDC to see what options were available for these residents.

Cllr Carver commented that he felt that the HDC/WSCC refuse & recycling collection was excellent compared to other local authorities.
Cllr Kearney pointed out that the literature supplied with the new blue top bin had been wrapped in non-recyclable plastic packaging.

Cllr Norton reported that some residents of Billingshurst Road had not yet received their blue top bins and that the side-loading vehicle had emptied the normal refuse bins but had spilled contents all over the road and had not cleared up the mess. District Councillor Roger Arthur would take this information back to HDC.
Cllr Hayler reported that she had been made aware that some Church Lane residents would like to see the bottle bank removed from the Scout Hall car park but HDC had no plans to do this at present.

Cllr Hayler asked District Councillor Roger Arthur if the proposed financial cuts at HDC would be likely to affect Parish Councils. He felt that whilst there would be cuts in the grants budget, it was unlikely that this would directly affect Parish Councils. It was likely that car parking charges in Horsham Town Centre would rise.

Cllr Hayler reported that the Steering Group had met on 30th September to look at the Surveys received. In total 196 responses were received which was greater than the previous Survey in 2006. In addition, there would be two ‘showcase’ events (14th & 28th November) where members of the public could view the results. The Steering Group would meet again in December to draft the Community Action Plan ready for printing & distribution in January/February 2010.

297/09 Item 202 Parish Council Office

The Parish Council have been offered a small office (old examination room) in the Sports Pavilion with access to the toilet and use of the old ‘waiting room’ for committee meetings. The office is very small and offers space for a desk and photocopier but has a built-in cupboard which could be used for filing and there is a possibility of filing cabinet storage outside the office. The space is approx. 52 sq. ft. and normal commercial rents are from £10-17 per sq. ft. Worst case scenario (prior to any formal discussions) would lead to an annual rent of £884 but it is expected that this would include utility bills but exclude telephone/internet connection. The Clerk explained that it would be possible to hold ‘Parish Surgeries’ once or twice per week when members of the public could visit the Clerk to discuss any issues, these would be run at the same time as the Chiropractic Clinic so that the Clerk was not alone in the building. Councillors agreed that this would be a useful facility and asked the Clerk to approach ACCT to ask for a definitive rental cost and ask that a  minimum lease of 3 years be granted. A budget figure of £1500 (inc. phone/broadband & connection) would be added to the preliminary precept calculations for 2010/2011 prior to approval by the Finance Committee.

All Councillors agreed that safety of the public was paramount, some Councillors felt that this could be overcome if the Developers accepted full responsibility for any accidents, erected the appropriate safety fencing & protective sheeting etc, ensured that the access was not fully blocked. The acting Chairman asked for a vote by show of hands – For 3, Against 5, Abstentions1. It was therefore agreed not to allow permission at this stage. Clerk to inform the Developer.

BBC Village SOS meeting – Cllr Hayler had attended the meeting and provided the following update for Parish Councillors: The application had successfully passed through the first stage of the selection process. Further selection would take place in early November and, if successful, a business case would need to be submitted by March 2010 and final decisions would be made in May 2010. The application proposes to purchase Aladdins Cave although there is no guarantee that it will not be sold to another party before then. If this was the case then the application would need to be withdrawn. More than 20 people attended the meeting and all felt that even if the application was rejected they would be keen to continue with the project and try to source alternative funding. Part of the application did include provision for a Parish Office which may mean that any 3 year lease on an office in the Sports pavilion may not be necessary. Councillors felt that it was prudent to secure the small office in the sports pavilion, it would be relatively low cost and 3 years would be enough to see if the new development at Aladdins Cave would be achieved or not.

Cllr Norris reported that the level of litter in the village was getting worse. The Chairman reminded her that the Wardens were responsible for litter clearance and they were not able to devote as much time per week as the previous Litter Warden had as this would affect their other duties. They were not out and about as often as the previous Litter Warden but did walk all areas of the village at least every week. They have also given a presentation to children at the First School about littering and keeping the village tidy.

Cllr Woolley reported that he was aware of residents in the Church Lane area being unhappy about the bottle bank in the Scout Hall car park. Complaints were about residents depositing bottles late at night and the banks being emptied very early in the morning. The Clerk reported that there are notices on the banks asking residents not to deposit bottles after a certain time and the banks were usually emptied at approximately 8.30am as it coincided with the school run and the children liked to watch the lorry empty the banks. The Clerk would check the signage on the banks. Glass bottles could now be deposited in the new blue top bins therefore probably lowering usage of the bottle bank considerably
