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In the absence of both the Chairman and the Vice Chairman it was proposed by Cllr Carver, seconded by Cllr Stillwell that Cllr Norton take the Chair for the meeting. Agreed by all.
APOLOGIES AND REASONS FOR ABSENCE 

Apologies received from Cllrs K. Hayler (personal), M. Woolley (holiday).

DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS

Cllrs Clark & Harbour declared personal prejudicial interests in any discussions relating to Ashington Youth Club. Cllrs Norton & Brennan confirmed that they had previously declared personal prejudicial interests in the traffic aspect of the Laybrook landfill planning application as they both live on the proposed traffic route. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The Minutes of the meeting held on the 6th August 2009 were approved as a true record and signed by the Chairman. Proposed by Councillor Brennan and seconded by Councillor Stillwell, and agreed.
INVITED GUEST – Nick Wallace-Jones from HDC gave a short presentation on the new ‘Acorn Plus’ Scheme:
Phase 2 of the scheme would start in the Ashington area from 13th October 2009 and builds on the already established Acorn recycling scheme. Its aim was to increase the amount of recycling of domestic waste and the new scheme would not add any cost to residents Council Tax bills, the new bin is free to all households.
A Blue top bin would be delivered to all households as would more information about what can/cannot be recycled, a collection calendar showing alternate weeks for the blue & brown bins but weekly collections for the normal household (green top) bin, information about collection points for the blue bin.

It was very important that residents made a note of the collection points for their blue bins – the scheme uses the side loading vehicles and relies on bins being in the correct positions at the kerbside (handle away from the road) so that the automatic lifting arm could simply hook the bins and empty them. Each collection team comprises a driver and a crewman. It is the job of the crewman to walk ahead of the lorry ensuring that all bins are in the correct positions for emptying and moving bins if parked cars are blocking access. Once empty the bins will be positioned in the correct collection place and householders should make a note of this for future collections.

In a minority cases residents may be asked to position their bins a short distance from their property eg over the road. Residents would receive information about this if they were affected. HDC operate an ‘Assisted Collection’ scheme whereby, in case of difficulties, residents may be provided with a smaller, easier to move bin or the crewman may move the full bin to its correct position and the resident be responsible for moving the empty bin back to their property or a fully assisted service whereby the crewman moves the bin to and from the correct position. Residents would receive information about how to register for assistance.

All materials from the blue bin are transported to the new MRF facility at Ford where they are sorted and then despatched to the appropriate recycling facility.
Phase 1 of the Scheme was rolled out in July and has been very successful with only a small number of manageable problems. The whole project was split into 5 Phases starting at 3 monthly intervals and huge publicity for the Scheme had been provided by the West Sussex County Times. Recycling levels in Phase 1 have reached >60% which is an excellent achievement.
There may be some inspections of bin contents during the first few weeks of Phase 2, this is simply to check that residents are placing the correct materials into the bin. There would be some flexibility in the first few weeks while residents became used to the new system.

Cllr Norton asked about the new scheme in areas where there are no footpaths. HDC replied that the vast majority of residents would get a new blue top bin but some may keep the existing arrangements and continue to be emptied by the rear loading vehicle. All residents would receive a letter about their own arrangements.

Cllr Kearney asked what residents should do with their green recycling baskets. HDC replied that the homeowner was free to do with them as they pleased.

Several further questions were asked and it became clear that the vast majority of people would receive a 240litre blue top bin, place them at the kerbside outside their property on a fortnightly basis for collection. However, HDC had assessed all properties and some would not fall into this category. HDC confirmed that they would be contacting every household to tell them of the specific arrangements for them.
A member of the public asked if confidential documents could be put in the blue top bin. HDC confirmed that this was not a ‘secure’ system and to prevent identity theft confidential documents should be shredded but shredded paper cannot be put in the blue top bin and should be put in the normal household (green top) bin.

The acting Chairman thanked the HDC representative for his presentation.

REPORT FROM THE NEIGHBOURHOOD WARDENS
Anti –Social Behaviour

Apart from some anticipated incidents of anti-social behaviour on Carnival Day August has been generally a quiet month. The incidents were minor and involved youths from outside the village.

There were two reported incidents of anti-social driving involving cars and motorbikes. The warden reminded those present that this type of problem can be reported to Sussex Police’s Operation crackdown. Under this scheme if a vehicle was reported 3 times then the Police will visit the registered keeper, section 59 tickets could be issued and if the problem persists then the vehicle could be seized and crushed.

There was a spate of complaints from a resident regarding noise nuisance from dogs.

Sections of the downpipes on Ashington Church have now been coated with Anti-Climb paint.

Community

Freetime sessions on the hardcourt and recreation ground drew little interest and some had to be cancelled. Horsham District Council Day Camps in the Community Centre were well attended and this may account for the poor attendance at Freetime Friday evening Football sessions were also poorly attended with no-shows for 3 out of 5 sessions. We will continue to programme them up to October Half Term and then review.

We have been engaging with the burgeoning 13 – 18yrs groups of young people in the village, especially targeting the girls. We are trying to drum up support for trips for this age group and have been canvassing them for ideas.

Junior Warden Scheme
We are looking to recruit new members in the first School Half Term and will conduct a Poster Campaign in the village and Ashington First School. We are also looking for Sponsorship of the scheme and are looking to re-brand. Youngsters will be involved in Community Projects in Ashington and across the District in order to raise the profile of the Scheme.
Willard Room Gym Project
We have visited the offices of Tek Gym and have chosen the equipment we would like to see installed. We have received the final quote and a copy of the conditions of purchase.

Cllr Harbour informed those present that ACCT were very concerned about the levels of dog fouling on the Recreation Ground. Football Clubs were having to clear the pitches before matches. The Wardens confirmed that they undertook regular dog patrols and that information from residents seems to indicate that late night dog-walkers may be the problem. The Warden stressed that information from residents is vital – times, descriptions of person and dogs etc. The Wardens could not issue Fixed Penalty Notices or warnings if they did not witness the incident but they can programme their surveillance from information received from residents. Cllr Stillwell reported that she had been informed by a resident who lives near the Recreation Ground that several people let their dogs off the lead at night and do not clear up after them.
REPORT FROM DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS
County Councillor Wilkinson gave an update on:

1. The agreed works on the Red Lion roundabout – were programmed into the works schedule but other works were a higher priority at present. He would continue to monitor the progress.
2.  The vegetation along Rectory Lane from the junction with Meiros Way to Penn Gardens which is severely overgrown – he reported that some of the vegetation has been cut (from Chanctonbury Nurseries to Meiros Way) but the other section (Chanctonbury Nurseries to Penn Gardens remains untouched). The Clerk reported that she had spoken to the Highways Officer who confirmed that he had written to the landowners in the area asking them to cut their hedges back from the footpath. If they failed to comply with this request then the case would be passed to WSCC Legal Dept. for action. The Clerk confirmed that the Parish Council has written to landowners in the past but that the letters were ignored. It was confirmed that the Parish Council were not legally able to cut back the hedges as they are not on Parish Council land and they could not counter-charge the landowner for the work as the Council have no powers to do this. WSCC have the statutory responsibility for tackling overgrowing vegetation.
County Councillor Wilkinson reminded those present that the next CLC meeting is to be held on 23rd September at 7pm in the Ashington Community Centre. The main agenda item would be the proposed landfill site at Laybrook Brickworks. He encouraged all to attend. It was likely that the planning application would be put to WSCC Committee in October or November. Even though the consultation period will have ended any comments received at the CLC meeting would be taken into consideration by WSCC.

District Councillor Roger Arthur reported that HDC Development Control South  Committee would discuss the Laybrook landfill planning application at its meeting on 15th September. Members of the public can attend the meeting to listen to the debate and he encouraged people to submit their comments to WSCC. By 2012 landfill would not be needed for domestic waste – the new Acorn plus recycling scheme will ensure that domestic waste is either recycled or turned into energy (if the new MRP plant at Warnham is agreed). He felt that the landfill application is too soon and the site may not be needed for landfill if current projects come to fruition. HDC is under some considerable financial pressures and the cost savings from the Acorn Plus Scheme allowed HDC to continue with the weekly green bin collections. HDC had recently received good press coverage as they had successfully prosecuted an individual for fly-tipping. It is very difficult to catch the culprits and gather sufficient evidence and recovery of costs doesn’t occur but god press coverage should act as a deterrent to others.

Questionnaires have been delivered to all households and is available online. Questionnaires are to be returned by 18th September, analysis will follow and it is planned that the draft Community Action Plan will be presented to the Parish Council at the November meeting. Cllr Hayler & the Parish Clerk are meeting with Julian Carrington (HDC, Community Strategy Officer) to make sure that the Action Plan dovetails with the Horsham District Council Community Strategy.

Item 203 Horses using Covert Mead/Meiros Way footpath

After much discussion with WSCC it has been confirmed that this is an E class footpath and not an E class road. As such horse riders are not allowed to use the route. To install any official Highways signs would require a TRO which would be extremely low on WSCC priority list. The Clerk had spoken to WSCC Highways and there was confusion about whether this was an ‘emergency road’ or not. Councillors confirmed that development plans showed that this was a road for emergency vehicles only, the bollards were the ‘snap-off’ type (would fall if hit by an emergency vehicle). The Clerk would meet with WSCC to discuss the matter.
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Item 204 Older Persons Housing Survey
The Chairman & Clerk met with a representative from AiRS to discuss production of an Older Persons Housing Survey for Ashington. A draft Survey had been produced and circulated to Councillors for approval. If the Parish Council wished to progress with the Survey then the costs would be either:

1. £300 for printing and delivery with the October Newsletter or

2. £60 for paper, stamps & envelopes, 5-6 hours photocopying time and Wardens/Junior Wardens delivery time

Councillors agreed to Option 1 above.

There was some discussion about why the Council had conducted only an Affordable Homes survey and an Older Persons Survey. The Clerk confirmed that this is because Ashington is a category 2 settlement and the only permitted development would be for these two categories of homes. It was recognised that there was a ‘gap’ in information specifically relating to the types of open-market homes that it could be useful to have in the village eg small starter homes for those wishing to get onto the property ladder. District Councillor Roger Arthur would discuss this with David Jenkins (HDC Cabinet Member for Strategic Planning) to see if this would be included in the LDF review. Other developments could be permitted if there was a clear social benefit/advantage to the community.
District Councillor Roger Arthur confirmed that he had spoken to District Councillor David Jenkins (Cabinet Member for Strategic Development) who had confirmed that the Older Persons Housing Needs Survey would be fed directly into the LDF and would help shape future provisions in the village.

PUBLIC ADJOURNMENT
A resident asked the Clerk if she had made any progress in getting Moat Housing to undertake essential maintenance on their hedge at Viney Close. The Clerk confirmed that she regularly contacts Moat Housing to discuss the matter but they have not taken any action despite confirming that they own the hedge. The Clerk would continue to push for action but there was little/no ‘enforcement’ action that could be taken.
A resident asked if the Council could ask the Co-op to turn off their outside lights at night as that were creating some light pollution for his house. It was agreed that the Clerk ask the Co-op Manager and also check the planning conditions associated with the development.
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To list
A resident informed the Council that she had spent an hour monitoring traffic on the B2133 and had taken some photographs showing lorries regularly over the central white line. She had also witnessed one Penfold Verrall driver using his mobile phone whilst driving and had reported this to his company. Whilst monitoring the road she (and a WSCC Highways officer who happened to be in the area) witnessed two Penfold Verrall lorries struggle to pass each other along the road. She is concerned that WSCC idea of route safety is based solely on fatality statistics and she is concerned that the risk of serious accident will significantly increase if landfill lorries are to use this rural road. Cory have stated that their lorries will only result in a 6% increase in HGV traffic whereas the actual figure is >100% when compared to the number of HGV’s currently using the route. In light of the fact that one third of road fatalities involve an HGV it is highly likely that the introduction of 200 lorry movements per day will result in further fatalities along this road. District Councillor Roger Arthur had asked Cory if they expected that an increase in lorry movement along this road would result in an increase in the accident rate but their Traffic Consultant would not answer this question.

The Clerk has spoken with the Contractor about the watering of the hanging baskets. He has resumed the system of texting her every time he waters the baskets. Cllr Harbour reported that she had attended an ACCT meeting where the following items were discussed:

a. dog fouling on the Recreation Ground (see Wardens report)

b. proposed Parish Council office (see Item 202. Sam Ward is dealing with the matter)

c. Some work is required at the skatepark following the annual RoSPA inspection. The Parish Council normally fund these repairs.
d. A concrete post at the edge of the Recreation ground has been broken and ACCT will repair.
e. Brambles overhanging the village seat at the corner of London Road/Church lane had recently been cut back by the adjoining landowner.

f. An Auction night and British Legion band night were being organised – watch the noticeboards for details.
MINOR MATTERS RAISED BY COUNCILLORS
Cllr Harbour informed those present that the deadline for the No Laybrook Landfill poster competition was 5th September and not 9th September as she had stated at the previous meeting.
Cllr Wood reported that the gate by the Willard Way balancing pond is badly broken and requires replacing. Clerk to get a quote.
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Cllr Wood drew Councillors attention to the Parish Plan questionnaire and asked that since the Youth Club were in the process of improving their facilities consideration should be given to opening the facilities in the daytime for use by other people eg Cyber Café. Cllrs Clark and Harbour provided the following information: in the past the landlord (ACCT) had been restrictive about the use of the building but recently a 10 year lease had been agreed as had usage of the building as a Youth Centre which would allow other Youth groups in the village to use the building as long as this did not take away business from ACCT. The building was now in use most evenings and often at weekends. A new gym was planned as were other activities. HDC had shown an interest in using the facility for its Springboard project (catering for disabled youngsters) as there was currently no facility available in the south of the District. If residents request a Cyber Café then it would be relatively easy to set one up.

Parish Councillors were pleased to see increased usage of the building and were encouraged that the facilities were being well used, given the recent expenditure to improve the facilities.

Cllr Kearney reported that some of the block paviors outside the Pharmacy were raised because of tree root growth underneath. These are a trip hazard. Clerk to report to WSCC.

Cllr Stillwell reported that there is a broken tree branch hanging above the car park at the shopping area. In addition the drain at the entrance to the car park is broken. Clerk to report to the management company.
