170/09 APOLOGIES AND REASONS FOR ABSENCE 

Apologies received from District Councillor Roger Arthur and County Councillor Frank Wilkinson (both involved with local elections).

171/09 DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS

Cllr Stillwell declared a personal prejudicial interest in the application for a grant from Ashington Festival.

Cllr Woolley alerted the Council to Correspondence for Action No. 1 and stated that he may need to declare an interest but this would depend on how discussions progressed. He would listen to discussions and leave the room if it became necessary.

Cllr Clark informed the Council that he is no longer on the Parish Church re-ordering committee and the Clerk would provide him with a ‘Changes to Members Interests’ form.
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172/09 APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The Minutes of the meeting held on the 7th May 2009 were approved as a true record and signed by the Chairman. Proposed by Councillor Norton and seconded by Councillor Clark, and agreed.

173/09 REPORT FROM THE NEIGHBOURHOOD WARDENS

Reported incidents of Crime and Anti-Social Behaviour for the Month of May are as follows:

16/5/09 Rowdy group of youths drinking alcohol in Church Lane. Words of advice given and group dispersed.

22/5/09 Rowdy Car on Recreation Ground - music blaring and occupants playing football in the street despite signs/ barriers prohibiting this. Words of advice given and group moved on.
23/5/09 Car Vandalised in Hillcrest Drive.
House broken into Rectory Close. Thieves entered via Conservatory which was left open

C.O.O.P broken into whilst under refurbishment

Noise nuisance from a house in The Sands.

Yellow Cards were issued to two residents of The Sands for anti-social driving on Motorbikes.

Further update on the large groups of youths congregating after 11pm in the Foster Lane and The Sands area - Despite intervention with the group by ourselves and the Police they continued to congregate in the area causing alarm and concern to residents living nearby. On one particular Friday evening they refused to cooperate as regards playing football in the road despite having obvious access to the Recreation Ground for this purpose. Taking this behaviour as being provocative and challenging I issued 5 Yellow caution cards to those that I witnessed doing so. The next Friday evening I witnessed a large group of youths approximately 13 or so, the majority whom are known to me, congregating on the corner of The Sands and Foster Lane at 23.20hrs. I called the Police who dispersed them. The following day we visited Parents of the Youths known to us explaining the consequences of their behaviour and received a mixed response. Most Parents were positive about the visit and wanted to help and promised to intervene.

To date the problem, as far as I know, has died down and we have not received any more complaints. I have since met with the Anti-Social Behaviour co-ordinator who I have now briefed. Any further problems will trigger official Anti – Social Behaviour letters.

ACCT installed new signage in and around the Recreation Ground informing people that consumption of alcohol is prohibited in these areas. The Wardens can deal with offenders.
Community

The Ashington Fun Run took place on May 26th and despite the Adverse Weather conditions saw a good turnout with over 50 runners taking part. I’d like to take this opportunity to formally thank all the volunteers who assisted on the day and thanks also to the new owners of the Red Lion who helped on the day giving out free ice cream and drinks. Once again many thanks to John Lower who allowed his land to be used for the 4 Mile run event and kindly donated prizes for the fancy dress toddlers run.
The Spring Fayre takes place on 6th June and to date money for 16 craft stalls and 13 car boot pitches have been received with the possibility of more on the day.
Cllr Norris reported that she had seen two scooter riders driving in an anti-social manner around the village. The Warden stressed the need to report offences to them and to try to obtain dates, times and identification details. The Wardens are aware that most young riders behave in a sensible manner around the village.
174/09 REPORT FROM DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS

Updates from previous reports:

Meiros Farm development - Discussions regarding the Meiros Farm site are still ongoing. The developers have been getting together the various reports they need and seeking pre- application advice. It is anticipated that an application may come in over the summer. Cllr Carver had established that recent works on site had been concerned with locating the existing drains.
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Flooding at The Willows, Mill Lane – WSCC is arranging to meet a representative from the Environment Agency on site to get permission for an additional trash screen further upstream. In addition WSCC is arranging for a larger (vented) cover to the pipe chamber to allow easier access for clearing debris.
To list
Moving the Red Lion mini roundabout to the east – Councillors should be aware that even if the roundabout is moved it will not stop people from driving over it. However, because it is domed/humped it is thought less likely that people will drive directly over and its new position will encourage drivers to drive round to the left rather than avoiding it completely. WSCC cannot guarantee that the proposed solution will work. WSCC Highways Engineer has suggested a site meeting to discuss options. It was agreed that Cllrs Wood, Norton, Kearney & Woolley would attend and that 9th June was an acceptable date. Clerk to make the necessary arrangements.

175/09 Item 85 Parish Plan (to be re-named Community Action Plan)
The PPSG met on 22nd May to discuss the initial feedback from the needs survey to village organisations and companies. Some feedback had been received including an excellent response from all classes at the First School. A list of initial ideas was tabled to the group and has been circulated to Parish Councillors. The group now need to commence the formal consultation process with residents. This starts with an information stand and opportunity for residents to tell the team what their needs and issues are with current village services, facilities etc. The stand will be at Ashington Community Centre from 4th to 6th June (to include the Spring Fayre). The stand will then be used at 2 drop-in sessions outside the Co-op on 10th July and 18th July. By this stage the group should know what the priority issues are for the village and the PPSG would like to ask that the August Parish Council Newsletter (deadline 7th August) has one A4 double sided tear off page for a residents questionnaire which would be due back to various collection points by Friday 4th September. Agreed by all.
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176/09 Item 141 Foster Lane Play Area

The Clerk has undertaken a risk assessment on the area focusing on road safety of youngsters who run across the road between the two play areas. The Clerk identified that there are no road signs alerting drivers to the presence of playgrounds on the approaches from Foster Lane and The Sands. The School warning signs are in place but drivers travelling from The Sands do not see this sign until after they have passed the playgrounds. It was agreed that the Clerk contact WSCC Highways to ask them to look at the area.
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177/09 Item 185 Annual Inspection of Council Land

Following the inspection several items of work were felt necessary and Mark Adsett was asked to provide quotes:

Willard Way pond – clear leaves from the inlet grid £20

Church Close pond – remove trees adjacent to Stoneleigh (previously agreed, minute 043/09 February 2009). The Clerk has confirmed that these are on Council land £150

Church Close pond area – a resident has deposited some cut branches on Council land and these are in danger of falling into the ditch. The branches came from Council owned trees that were overgrowing the residents property £20.
Agreed by all.
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More works are required in the autumn/winter to other areas of Council land.

178/09 Item 193 RASP Programme
The Chairman & Clerk met with Rowena Tyler (AiRS) to discuss the project. Storrington RASP group has secured funding to engage the services of a market researcher (Abacus Insight) who will conduct a telephone survey across Chanctonbury & Pulborough Wards. Parish Councillors may be approached to take part in the survey. Results will be available early July.
Part of the project was to establish Village Information Points (VIP) and Ashington Parish Council confirmed that it would wish to host a VIP, initially via the Parish Council website but longer term perhaps a physical hub could be created. The Parish Council would need to do some work on the website to include the additional information that is required of a VIP and perhaps re-design parts of the website to improve its appearance.

Other information:

Chichester Lunch Club has been piloting a Health Support activity at their meetings, eg health advice, visiting health practitioner, and it was possible that this project would be coming to Horsham District in the near future.
Parish Plans are now called Community Action Plans and the Parish Council would be speaking to Paul Rowley at HDC for guidance and funding for printing Plans may be available from the CLC or Grassroots grant schemes. AiRS were very happy with the progress of the updated Parish Plan.
Parish Clustering – a letter was sent to the Parish Council some time ago but too little information resulted in the Council not responding. More information was now available and would be sent to the Clerk for review at a future meeting.
179/09 Item 194 Councillor Training

Councillors indicated that they would welcome a short presentation on the new HDC s106 procedures and an update on planning matters from HDC. Clerk to arrange.

Cllr Woolley attended at a Training Event in Southwater – it was a 3hour session covering the same topics presented at the SALC training weekends. Approximately 40 people attended. Cllr Woolley was pleased with the time and location of the event, lots of best practice was covered, topics were kept short but only half of the agenda was covered because there were lots of questions from participants and examples given by the speaker which all took up valuable time. A further session was being organised to complete the agenda. It was agreed that the Clerk check the date for the next training session and provide some feedback to Southwater Parish Council.

Letter from resident – she cannot get her pram/pushchair through either of the squeeze barriers near the Church Close pond and is disappointed that she cannot have access to this part of the village. A second letter had arrived from a different resident stating that she had seen many people with pushchairs and it was possible to get a pushchair through the squeeze barriers. Councillors were reminded that the squeeze barriers were put in place to prevent horses and motorbikes from using the footpaths and agreed that removing one barrier or widening the gap was not an option at present. Clerk to respond to the resident.

Ashington had tried to establish a Youth Forum in the past but this was not successful. Young people could be specifically invited to Parish Council meetings if agenda items were tabled first so that the youngsters could leave immediately after. It was suggested that the Junior Wardens could be invited to attend a Council meeting, the Schoolchildren could present their Travel Plan. It was agreed that the Clerk discuss with the Neighbourhood Wardens and the School.

DC/09/0388 Malthouse Farm, Malthouse Lane, Ashington
HDC are proposing to recommend the above planning application for approval.  Ashington Parish Council had made the following comments with regards to the proposed garage: "Councillors were concerned that the proposed garage was very high and would look oppressive in this rural setting. They were concerned that this would appear as over-development."
HDC response – ‘The proposed garage would be located to the south of the main dwelling along the southern boundary, accessed via an existing track along this boundary. The proposed garage would be 6m by 6m to a height of 5.5m. The proposed garage is screened from neighbouring properties which consists of a group of converted farm buildings to the east of the property and would not be considered to have an impact upon the street scene. It is considered that the proposed garage is keeping with the scale and character of the existing dwelling and surrounding area, in terms of its size and appearance’

District Councillor Roger Arthur has asked for this application to be referred to Committee.

187/09 Applications
Landfill at Laybrook Brickworks –the public consultation period is delayed as WSCC are seeking further information from Cory. A Residents Association meeting has been arranged for 8th July in anticipation of the public consultation period taking place during July. Jean Locker from TVA had reported to the Chairman that the application was delayed a further 2 weeks and then WSCC would take some time to validate the application before any public consultation would take place, therefore any dates were in some doubt.
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DC/09/0747 Rear Conservatory - 13 Church Close. The Parish Council had no objections.
DC/09/0730 Retention of 4th dormer window relating to previously approved application DC/07/2818 for a loft conversion with dormers - Four Winds Billingshurst Road. The Parish Council had no objections.
DC/09/0764 Proposed single-storey side extension to form rear lobby, study area, cloakroom and enlarged kitchen (Full Planning) - 22 Church Lane. The Parish Council had no objections.
DC/09/0767 Proposed single-storey side extension to form rear lobby, study area, cloakroom and enlarged kitchen (Listed Building Consent) - 22 Church Lane. The Parish Council had no objections.
DC/09/0795 1 fascia sign - Clearview House London Road. The Parish Council had no objections.
DC/09/0836 2 storey side extension - 11 Cricketers Close. The Parish Council neither support nor object to this application but defer to HDC to decide on planning grounds eg size, overdevelopment. If permission is granted then the extension must not be used as a separate dwelling.
DC/09/0774 Conversion of stables to 3-bed living accommodation - extension to existing dwelling - Kensetts Stables, Hole Street. The Parish Council had no objections but specified that the extension is not to be used as a separate dwelling. There was some concern about how foul drainage would be accommodated.
DC/09/0695 To convert from commercial use to residential – Mill House Hotel. The Parish Council object to this application – the property is too large to be used as a single residential unit, the hotel has been a successful venture in the past and is an important commercial property in the village. The Parish Council felt that there is a lack of hotel accommodation for tourists in the area and this is an important business for Ashington and the surrounding area.

191/09 FINANCE

The recent Fun Run raised £97.50 for the British Heart Foundation. Most money was received in cash and therefore was donated directly to BHF, only £4 in cheques payable to the Parish Council was received.

Electronic Information Board –the Clerk renewed the license as the Co-op have re-instated the board above the Post Office. The Chairman was still trying to persuade the Co-op to find space for the ‘pin board’.
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192/09 Correspondence
The Internal Auditor inspected the Council’s accounts and reported the following:

1. There was one typographical error – the Clerk corrected before sending to the External Auditor

2. A suggestion that the Council may consider outsourcing its payroll functions to WSCC. At present the Clerk calculates the payroll (tax, NI, pension) and in 2008/09 this was particularly difficult because of a number of factors – change in working hours, change in tax threshold mid-year backdated to April, bonus etc. The Clerk completes the end of year tax returns and pays tax&NI quarterly at the Post Office. The Council has no payroll software and all calculations are all done by hand. Calculations are correct but very time consuming and difficult to audit. WSCC offer a Service Level Agreement whereby they take over the payroll completely (salary, tax, NI, pension, sick pay, annual tax returns etc). There is an initial set-up charge of £25 per employee and a monthly charge of £5.34 per payslip. The Clerk would be paid directly to her bank account and the Parish Council would be invoiced monthly for employee costs. The Parish Council would not have to issue separate cheques for salary, tax&NI, pension as all would be covered by the one cheque to WSCC. Councillors to consider whether this would be of benefit, costs have not been included in the budget. It was resolved that the Council outsource the payroll to WSCC at the earliest opportunity.
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3. The Council needs to seek advice from the External Auditor about how to deal with monies recovered from KSF – the Clerk has contacted the auditor for this.

Cllr Norton reported that he had received confirmation from the FSCS that the Parish Council is a Local Authority and, as such, does not qualify for compensation from the FSCS Compensation Scheme. He also reported that he had received confirmation from the Administrators of KSF that they had received the Council’s claim form and would be processing the first repayment shortly.

Zurich Insurance – are holding a seminar on Accident Review, Management of Halls & Risk Management. Does any Councillor wish to attend at a cost of £60 (venue Uckfield). No volunteers.
HDC – new travel & subsistence rates from 1st April 2009.

Cllr Stillwell left the room.
Consider a request for a donation towards the cost of the Ashington Festival Day. The Parish Council has previously awarded £300 to this organization. It was resolved that the Council award £300 specifically toward the cost of staging the Carnival procession as this event was not capable of being financially self-supporting. The grant is awarded under Section 19 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976 – provision of recreational facilities.
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Cllr Stillwell returned to the meeting.
The Youth Club has submitted an application for £5086 of s106 Community Facilities funds as a 10% contribution to their recent Viridor application for the replacement kitchen, toilets (inc disabled facility) and ceiling as per the Parish Plan AYC refurbishment. The Parish Council will be consulted in due course

195/09 MEETINGS

The Chairman & Cllr Clark attended the HALC meeting of 19th May and notes have been circulated to Councillors.
The Chairman & Clerk attended a meeting on 4th June re: Item 193

Cllr Woolley attended a SALC training course organised by Southwater Parish Council.
The Clerk had attended a West Sussex Rural Forum meeting on Climate Change which included some good ideas for projects that could be undertaken in the village. Clerk to give ideas to the Parish Plan Steering Group.
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196/09 MINOR MATTERS RAISED BY COUNCILLORS
The Chairman thanked Cllrs Carver and Norton (and Mark Adsett) for erecting the hanging baskets. Cllr Carver reported that the lamppost outside the BT Exchange had a broken bracket and the Clerk had reported this to WSCC. Cllr Carver suggested that the Clerk look back in the files or contact Evan Giles at HDC to find out the type of bracket needed for any repairs necessary. The bracket had been broken by WSCC contractors when they moved the lamppost as part of the layby works and the Council were looking to WSCC to make repairs.
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Cllr Kearney reported that:

1. The tree by the bus shelter near the Red Lion is overgrown. Clerk to report to Highway Rangers
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2. The Fish & Chip shop A board needs to be moved to the north as it obscures visibility for drivers exiting Turnpike Way.
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Cllr Norris reported that the bin for cash receipts beside the cashpoint at the Co-op is rarely emptied and there are cash receipts littering the pavements. Clerk to report to the Co-op.
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Cllr Clark asked the Clerk if the scalpings had been laid on Mill Lane. The Clerk & Cllr Wood confirmed that they had been laid but had already been worn away. The Council had been told at the time by WSCC that they would only last a few weeks. Both Mill Lane (Fairfield Road and Mill House Hotel sections) were either private roads or non-adopted highways and maintenance is the responsibility of the local residents and the Parish Council is unable to undertake any work on behalf of private individuals. It was known that some residents felt that the large potholes acted as traffic calming measures.
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Cllr Wood reported that he had witnessed WSCC Highways vehicles repairing potholes in Park Lane and that two vehicles had attended to repair two small potholes although they had not repaired the much larger pothole slightly further down the road. He questioned the efficiency of the repair system at WSCC. Clerk to inform County Councillor Wilkinson.
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Cllr Norton reported that he had met with Tim Boxall from WSCC Highways and that the highway drains on Billingshurst Road had been jetted with water in order to clear them out but two drains had remained blocked. WSCC would need to undertake investigations to find out the reasons for the blockages.

Cllr Harbour reported that ACCT had approved the Parish Plan Steering Group’s request to erect a banner on the Community Centre advertising the Parish Plan consultation.
Cllr Carver reported sewage leaking through the road near the pumping station east of Penn Gardens. Clerk to report to Southern Water.
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The Chairman reported that the trees by Bridge Garage were overgrown and obscuring the Ashington Village signs. Clerk to report to Highway Rangers
