194/08 DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS
Cllrs Woolley & Horton declared personal & prejudicial interests in Item 168 (request from the owner of Church Farm for a change of use for one of his barns)

195/08 APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The Minutes of the meeting held on the 1st May 2008 were approved as a true record and signed by the Chairman. Proposed by Councillor Horton and seconded by Councillor Woolley, and agreed.
196/08 REPORT FROM THE NEIGHBOURHOOD WARDENS
Crime - Criminal Damage to Estate Agents signs in the early hours of the morning along with damage to fencing alongside the Indian Restaurant. Theft from garages and lock ups, Police intervened and arrested one offender

Anti – Social Behaviour - Some noise nuisance reported from youths playing loud music from cars in the C.O.O.P.

S.I.D - The following roads were monitored during 7.00am – 12.00pm: 
Both London Rd and Hole St produced no offenders.

Billingshurst Rd where the speed limit is 40m.p.h recorded a number of offenders. Overall there were many instances of motorists reducing their speed as they approached the device. One can only assume that a majority of these drivers would have exceeded the regulatory speed limit under normal circumstances. We consider the employment of S.I.D on a regular basis to be a significant deterrent to anti-social driving in Ashington and plan to utilise it on a monthly or bi-monthly basis subject to availability.

Community Projects:
Ashington Fun Run - May saw the staging of Ashington’s first Fun Run. It ran as a four mile course over Church Farm. We were heartily encouraged by the response and plan to run it as an annual event. It was widely publicised in the local press and will help raise the already high profile of the village in Horsham District. We would like to take this opportunity to formally thank everyone who supported the event. Special thanks go to Karen Dare, Karen Hayler and John Lower the owner of Church Farm who gave up a considerable amount of time in clearing the route over his land.

Laserquest Trip – very successful Youth Club trip took place in  the June half term

StreetSoccer league Broadbridge Heath – the team are doing well and are on course to possibly win the league.
Walking Bus – runs every Monday with a small number of children
Six-a-side football competition – youth tournament in July with 3 different age groups, teams from across the District will be entering.
197/08 REPORT FROM DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS

County Councillor Wilkinson reported that:
a. The reduction in speed limit for Billingshurst Road has been added to the WSCC TRO priority list and it was likely that the work could be undertaken in 2010/2011. WSCC were dealing with a large number of TROs each year and needed to assess each application against agreed criteria so that the correct priorities were given.
b. Work was due to begin shortly at the southern end of the village to improve the layout (as discussed at the last Council meeting). The road had recently been re-surfaced and the new white-lining work would follow shortly.

c. A new ‘no left turn’ sign had been installed on the southern slip road as the Clerk had received reports about a number of vehicles trying to access the northbound A24 from this slip road.

d. The Clerk had written an excellent letter to the Boundary Commission in response to the WSCC proposal to move Ashington into the Billingshurst Division.

e. The new planning application for a landfill site at Rock Common was likely to be received in September.

District Councillor Roger Arthur reported that:

a. Trials with the new side-loading refuse vehicle were progressing well. This vehicle was constructed with a de-mountable container which could be taken off when full allowing an empty container to be put in place and the vehicle to continue with rubbish collection. A separate vehicle could be used to move the containers to the refuse sites. The new vehicle relied on bins being put adjacent to roads by householders and trials would establish locations where this was not possible.

b. The new Fit For the Future report was available and it confirmed that Worthing had been selected as the major hospital for West Sussex. The full implications for patients of the report were not fully known and details would emerge over time.

Cllr Norton had received revised plans from solicitors. He and Cllr Wood had signed the plans and returned them. There was some confusion over payment of the Councils legal fees and Wimpey were offering to pay only £300 towards the cost as their part of the agreement had been very simple, the Persimmons part had been much more complicated and Persimmons would be asked to pay the balance of the fees.

199/08 The Sands/Viney Close – HDC has confirmed their acceptance of the terms of the draft Highways Agreement. A letter is going to Persimmons confirming that we now have the "go ahead" from HDC and requesting their confirmation that they are willing to accept engrossments.

200/08 Item 141 Play Area Grant

A Letter of Agreement from ACCT has been received indicating that they are prepared to offer the whole One Acre site to the Parish Council –initially for 5 years but with no right to automatic right to renewal but the Council could apply to renew should ACCT not be able to sell the site for development. Cllr Norton suggested that ACCT could allow automatic renewal of the lease unless they had planning permission to develop the site and if ACCT were able to develop the site then a clause in the lease stating that ACCT would find us an alternative site in Foster Lane for the play equipment. Clerk to discuss with ACCT.

In addition, ACCT did not indicate how much rent they would charge per annum. The Clerk has passed this back to ACCT for further discussion.
ACCT have asked that the Parish Council pay the costs associated with drawing up a lease agreement – this could be met from the project budget unless HDC were able to offer this service free of charge. In addition, the Parish Council should pay all maintenance costs associated with the play area and ACCT would need to be consulted over the final design and siting of the equipment. It was agreed by the Parish Council that these conditions were acceptable.
Cllr Wood pointed out that part of the site was prone to flooding, the Clerk confirmed that equipment would be positioned away from this area.

The project specification has been sent out to tender and quotes are expected by 16th June. Final consultation with local children from the 3 schools will be undertaken in July. In addition, an exhibition would take place on 12th July at the Youth Club and everyone was invited to attend.

204/08 Item 164 Care Homes
HDC’s Development Control sub committee meeting of 18th August 1998 documents that officers agreed that the permitted use should be as a nursing/residential/rest home and not a hostel/hospital/institution. This was in response to planning application AS/40/98 which requested ‘deletion of condition 3 on AS/52/86 to allow occupation of Glenview/Santrew rest homes by other than the elderly’ (approved by HDC). Councillors reported that initially the homes had been used for adults with mild learning difficulties and relatively few problems occurred. But in recent years adults with severe difficulties had been accommodated at the homes and this is when the problems had begun. It was agreed that the Clerk write to HDC to explain the history and to encourage the District Council to restrict and monitor the use of the homes in the future.

205/08 Item 167 Parish Clerk working hours






Since starting in 2005 the Clerk has taken on extra responsibilities eg website, planning committee meetings etc and since the previous Chairman left the Clerk has taken on more work eg electronic info board, noticeboards, planning bulletins, etc. In addition there has been an increase in consultation documents received. The Chairman and Clerk met to discuss the Clerks Annual Performance Review and agreed an extra couple of tasks that the Clerk could perform risk analysis & emergency plan. With this in mind it has become apparent that 12 hours per week are not sufficient to complete all tasks. After discussion with the Chairman it is proposed to increase the Clerks hours to 15 per week effective from 1st June. This will cost an additional approx. £2000pa (salary, pension, tax & NI) and is not included within the budget, however, a contingency budget of £2000 is available. It was proposed by Cllr Hayler, seconded by Cllr Norton and agreed by all that the Clerks hours were increased to 15 per week.

The owner of Church Farm has informally requested the Parish Council’s opinion on a possible change of use of the small barn from storage to craft use. He would like to allow a small craft business to operate from the barn (making bird houses). This would involve 2 employees and occasional deliveries/pick ups by small lorries. Councillors were slightly concerned that granting permission for commercial use could see all sorts of businesses using the site, however, providing appropriate restrictions on use were put in place restricting vehicle movements, allowing modest commercial use only, with due regard to local residents then Councillors would have no objections. The Clerk had received a small number of complaints about Sunday and bank holiday deliveries to the Co-op. Having spoken to HDC’s Environmental Health Department they have proposed to install noise monitoring equipment in a neighbouring house before considering if any action can be taken. The operating hours for the shop were restricted by planning conditions but there are no planning conditions restricting delivery days & times and therefore unless the noise is found to be excessive there is little that can be done to restrict deliveries. Cllr Clark asked that the noise data be shared with the Parish Council.

Councillors agreed with the proposals but wanted to add a provision to re-instate all night lighting if complaints were received from residents.

4. Henry Adams Development Consultants – investigating the provision of a Care Home or Retirement Housing within Ashington. Their Client owns a site within the BUAB and the developers wish to ensure development of their Clients land meets an identified local need and are keen to know if a Care/retirement Home would meet a need and be of benefit to Ashington. Their Client wishes to remain anonymous at this stage. Councillors would like to see more information about what was proposed as a Care Home, expressed some concern that a Care Home for the elderly could be used in the future for clients other than the elderly as in the case of Glenview/Santrew. Neither the Parish Plan nor the recent Housing Needs Survey had identified a need for housing for the elderly, however, the responses to the Parish Plan questionnaire could be checked to see if any referred to this issue. It was agreed that the Clerk write back to Henry Adams to explain these issues and invite them to attend a Parish Council meeting to provide more information.

213/08 PUBLIC ADJOURNMENT
Several members of the public had attended the meeting in order to speak about the problems in Turnpike Way relating to the Co-op. In essence their comments related to the noise and nuisance caused to them by delivery lorries & customers vehicles. Problems included early morning or late evening deliveries, engines left running and lights on throughout the delivery, lorries and cars turning round at the end of Turnpike Way in front of houses rather than in the shopping area, mounting kerbs, using residents driveways, hitting hedges in front gardens. One resident had been informed by HDC that the Co-op were only allowed deliveries between 10am and 6pm but subsequently this had been discovered to be a voluntary agreement. The Co-op had conducted a risk analysis and recommended that deliveries were once per day but regularly there were at least 4 per day.
The Council informed those present that whilst there were planning conditions relating to the opening hours of the store, there were no conditions governing deliveries although presumably these should be in line with the store opening hours. The Parish Council was consulted about the planning application but HDC has the power to decide planning applications, not the Parish Council. The Parish Council had no authority in a situation like this – it could only make representations on behalf of residents. The Parish Council had taken action to have signs installed discouraging vehicles from using Turnpike Way as a turning area, installed bollards to prevent parking on the kerbs, had agreed to ask WSCC to install a layby on London Road in order to provide extra parking but the Parish Council was not the Highway nor Planning Authority and its powers were very limited.
Cllr Stillwell informed those present that Co-op staff had turned some deliveries away as they had arrived too late to unload before the shop closed.

District Councillor Roger Arthur informed those present that in order to demonstrate a statutory nuisance residents would need to keep a log of incidents (photos, video evidence). Residents confirmed that they had gathered a lot of evidence over the years. If there was a Code of Practice in place for this type of activity then the evidence could be used to demonstrate breaches in the Code. District Councillor Arthur to check with HDC Environmental Health whether there is a Code of Practice.

It was agreed by all that a well stocked, successful shop was vital in the village but a busy shop required extra deliveries. The Co-op could control its own delivery lorries but were less able to control milk & bread deliveries via a third party.

It was agreed that it would be more fruitful to put positive suggestions for improvement to the Co-op before pursuing a statutory nuisance claim. Some suggestions for improvement included: limiting staff parking in the customer car park, using the new layby for delivery lorry unloading rather than for customers cars, painting of white lines to stop cars coming out of the car park without stopping, providing a painted turning area in the car park rather than vehicles having to turn along Turnpike Way. All agreed that these were excellent suggestions and were sure that more positive ideas could be found.

It was agreed that the Clerk arrange a meeting with the Co-op area manager, one or two Turnpike Way residents, one or two Parish Councillors and a representative from WSCC Highways (Vince Tipper) to look at the various problems and to try to agree positive solutions. A copy of the correspondence to be sent to Mr. Beaumont, Chief Executive of the Co-op. The meeting to be kept small in numbers as more could be achieved.

Councillors considered the risks and it was agreed by all that the Clerk gather information about other accounts that may be available so that the Council could consider spreading funds across a number of different institutions.
