Camera coverage reveals 3 young adults walking up Church Lane at approximately 3.06am.The resident concerned reported that being awoken at 3.00am he saw 3 Young men running over the top of his car. We are unable to identify these 3 Young men as all we have are back profiles.

In response to this recent outbreak of vehicle damage we programmed a covert observation shift of Church Lane on Friday 27th February using the Community Centre Camera system and warden presence in an unmarked car. We have since learnt that the Red Lion possibly has an extended drinks licence on Friday and Saturday evenings until 00.30.hours and we will continue to monitor the situation and programme random late shifts to evaluate if there is any connection between this and the increase in criminal damage.

Feb 16 Damage to Gas Meter sign on London Rd.

Feb 23 Attempted break in at Ashington First School. Cameras show lights being triggered at 2.40 am. Cameras also show a car passing along Foster Lane at 2.30am but  VRM cannot be identified and there is no evidence of anybody in that area at the time. The Headmaster is looking at installing some C.C.T.V. cameras at both front and back of the School.

Feb 4th A resident in Linfield Lane was assaulted by his neighbour after a dispute about noise nuisance. An arrest was made. We have since visited the victim concerned and now have background info on the incident and will monitor

Feb 15th  Fly tipping in Park Lane (although the frequency of this has dropped of late). The wardens regularly patrol this area. If incidents increased then the Wardens could borrow a ‘stealth camera’ from HDC to monitor the area.
Feb 19th Broken glass in Shop front of vacant premises at Marsha’s Home. The owner needs to be contacted as we fear this will escalate further.

Various sightings have been reported of a suspicious vehicle Black Mercedes Compressor in Mill Lane. We have increased our Patrols of the area and there is no recent evidence of its presence.

We have had a complaint from a resident in Mill Mead regarding extreme noise nuisance in the early hours of Sat 28th Feb due to an impromptu Party organised at a house whilst Parents were away. We have programmed a visit to the resident concerned.

Environmental Health has been contacted about the Silver B.M.W. parked permanently in the layby outside the C.O.O.P and the owner will be contacted. The vehicle is beyond repair and the owner who lives in Brighton is hoping to sell parts from it. It has a current Tax disc. Once the TRO is in place this vehicle can be dealt with.

We recently took our boys to Storrington to play a friendly at Storrington Leisure Centre where they have recently launched a scheme similar to ours. We won the Game 16 – 12.
A member of the public asked the Wardens if anything could be done about the silver Mercedes parked on London Road near Hollyoaks. It was advertised For Sale and its position caused difficulty to nearby residents. The Wardens had previously investigated this vehicle and were assured that the owner lived nearby, the vehicle was taxed correctly and no offence was being committed.

Cllr Carver asked for more details about the stealth camera.

Cllr Hayler asked the Clerk to check whether the Red Lion does have an extended licence until 00 30hrs on a Friday and Saturday night as the Parish Council had not been consulted about licence extension applications. KD

The play equipment installation is complete. The Clerk will submit a copy of the invoice to HDC in order to obtain the Big Lottery Funds to pay the invoice. A small ‘opening ceremony’ has been arranged for Saturday 21st March at 10am – Parish Councillors, Local Press and local youngsters are invited to attend.

The Clerk identified that there were 2 issues that had arisen:

Drainage – a French/land drain may be needed as part of the site is prone to surface water flooding. The Clerk would make some preliminary investigations and monitor the problem.

‘No Dogs’ signs – the Clerk had made a mistake in the location of the signs but was discussing the matter with ACCT and has asked if they would allow the signs to remain in their current position. The issue will be monitored to see if they cause any problems to local residents. In the worst case the Parish Council will need to pay for them to be moved.

County Councillor Wilkinson to report on discussions at WSCC – discussed during County Councillor Wilkinson’s report.
Item 190 Risk Assessment

The Clerk has updated the Council’s risk assessment document and circulated to Councillors for comment. The document will be reviewed annually unless something material has changed, in which case it will be amended immediately. Agreed by all.
Item 191 Additional Warden duties

The Clerk had sent information to HDC about possible additional duties that the Wardens could undertake. These included: Litter Warden, Play Area inspections (Warminghurst Close and the new Foster Lane Play area) and various street furniture cleaning & maintenance (village seats, signs, noticeboards cleaning & re-painting). Both HDC and the Wardens have agreed that the duties could be incorporated into the Wardens & junior Wardens activities. It has been confirmed by HDC that the Parish Council would still be eligible for the Environmental Cleansing Grant (ECG) if the Wardens took on the duties of the Litter Warden. In addition, the Parish Council would save @£1000pa if the current street furniture maintenance agreement was cancelled. In total, the Council would save @£4500pa and receive @£2500pa (ECG) which could be offset against the cost of the Wardens. It was proposed that the Wardens take over these new duties – Litter Warden from 1st May, Street furniture maintenance immediately (Clerk to cancel current contract) and play area inspections immediately (Cllr Wood to give appropriate training). Activities will be reviewed by the Chairman at her monthly Wardens meetings.
Clerk to cancel the current street furniture maintenance contract. Cllr Wood to train the Wardens in play area inspections.

2. Bill Whittaker, Hollyoaks, London Road is seeking recompense from the Parish Council for damage to his front wall caused by an Ash tree. He claims that advice from the Tree Warden some years ago was that he could not remove the tree because it was covered by a TPO when, in fact, it transpires some years later that no TPO applies to the tree. The Clerk has sought advice from Will Jones (HDC Tree Officer) who reports that there were planning conditions in force at the time Mr. Whittaker’s house was built protecting existing trees but these conditions ceased when Developers left the site. The Tree Warden Scheme is sponsored by BTCV and WSCC and as such the Parish Council has no responsibility for advice given by Village Tree Wardens. The Clerk had also spoken to the Tree Warden and he confirmed that he had not introduced himself as the Parish Council Tree Warden but as the Village Tree Warden, he had not told Mr. Whittaker that there was a TPO on the tree and had checked with HDC’s assistant Head of Planning who had confirmed to him that all existing trees in the Street Scene were protected by planning conditions. Mr. Whittaker had been at liberty over the years to seek advice from HDC at any time but had not done so. For these reasons the Parish Council felt that it had no responsibility for damage to Mr. Whittaker’s front wall. Clerk to respond.

3. Horsham District Sustainable Community Strategy 2009-2026. Responses by 13th March. The Parish Plan Steering Group would align the new Plan to the themes in the Strategy. No response was felt necessary.
4. Minutes of Laybrook Community Liaison meeting of 19th January – the Minutes report that 90-95% of lorries to the landfill site will travel from the south, (even those that come from the north of the County will be directed to the Ashington junction) and that the peak time of day will be 2-3pm. The Clerk has used this information in the Council’s response to the planning application (see Planning section).

5. Airs – Rural Access to Services Programme (as mentioned at the last PC meeting by Tom Crowley) – the Clerk has invited a representative to speak at the next Council meeting.
6. Communities and Local Government – Power to Promote Well-Being of the Area: Statutory Guidance for Local Councils. The power will enable eligible Councils to do anything which they consider is likely to achieve the promotion or improvement of the economic, social or environmental well-being of their area. To become an eligible Council Ashington Parish Council would need to undertake the following:
a. Clerk to complete a training module on the Power

b. A minimum of 8 Councillors to be elected (not co-opted). At present Ashington Parish Council has 9 elected Councillors

c. A minimum of 9 Councillors (preferably all) to undertake a training module on the Power

d. Publish a statement of Community Engagement

The Power is a very new concept, training courses are being developed and it may be prudent to wait a while for any teething troubles to be sorted out. Councillors should consider whether it would benefit from becoming an ‘eligible Council’ – are there any activities that the Council would like to undertake that are not possible at present? The Council would retain its s137 expenditure allowance if it opted not to become an ‘eligible Council’.

It was agreed by all to wait a while before investigating this matter further.

PUBLIC ADJOURNMENT
One member of the public reported that she had received a questionnaire about the planning application for a landfill site at Laybrook Brickworks and she had responded with concerns about number of lorries and potential lorry travel through Ashington village.
PLANNING.

The Planning Committee did not meet on 18th February as many Councillors were on holiday (half-term). The Clerk had previously circulated planning application DC/09/0215 Re-open Vestry Door, Ashington Parish Church and Councillors responded individually to the Clerk in support of the application. It is recognized that this is not procedurally correct however, the deadline for responses fell during the half term holiday when many people were away and the application involved only minor works to the Parish Church.

Landfill at Laybrook Brickworks – the Clerk has circulated a draft response to Councillors. The Chairman invited two members of the public to speak – they were concerned about fumes/odours from the waste (Clerk to check what type of waste is being proposed), the B2133 is a B road which is already over-used by heavy traffic, the amenity value of the B2133 will be lost completely. The residents were keen to monitor traffic on the B2133 to make a note of heavy vehicles (registrations & companies) already using the road as a cut-through. The Chairman reassured the residents that the Parish Council did not support the application, had already drafted its response, had prepared a letter for all residents along the B2133 (which the members of the public volunteered to distribute), the Residents Association had prepared a mailshot and all were working hard in opposition to the application.

Councillors agreed that if the application was approved then it was important that improvements to the B2133 were made, controls were in place to ensure lorries did not travel through Ashington and that 100% of lorries to the site via Ashington was unacceptable.

The Council’s response would be sent to WSCC once public consultation period began.

Cllr Harbour attended an Older Persons Information Event and has provided the following report: I have a document "The Village Health and Wellbeing  Information Pack", updated in Feb 2009. It came out of previous meetings. One for each community.

Interesting talks but there are many groups providing the same sort of service.

1. EESI ( Effective, Efficient, Supportive Independent)Project Norman Smith spoke on two routes to obtain Funding for new Health and Wellbeing 

Activities and advice re: starting up groups.
2. ICIS/ MIND Liz Hall Spoke of ways of extending the scope of services for the elderly.

3. POPP(Partnership for Older People Project) Julie Hawkins, Sue Scobie, Caroline Rowan spoke of linking Statutory Services to Voluntary Services

4. CHOP Doreen Barry spoke of trying to find out about individual needs by engaging with local groups

5. Pippa Holiday Isolation Action Group spoke about Sheltered Housing Schemes/Care homes and the work going on to get people together to combat loneliness. 

The overview in our group was that their was a great deal of overlap between the various groups, many projects short term funding, no one central number to call to access the services available. Some groups extend monthly Lunch Clubs by having a Tea afternoon midway in the month, others invite District Nurses, Chiropodists or have a special day for the elderly in their community bringing together many services for them.

Interesting and food for thought but I guess most folk would phone The Citizens Advice Bureau to locate the help they need. A great deal going on but it needs to be controlled centrally.
Cllr Harbour had also attended an ACCT Management meeting on 4th March – one item discussed was the new Play Area some members of ACCT were disappointed that they had not received a detailed plan of the positions of the new equipment but the Clerk had previously explained to them that exact positions could not be determined until the view from the cctv camera had been established. A rough plan had been provided by the Clerk to ACCT and the Clerk had worked with one ACCT member to ensure good positioning of equipment (with good cctv view). Members of ACCT had been invited to the Official Opening on 21st March.

The Chairman had attended the monthly Wardens meeting and the Parish Plan Steering Group meeting and reminded Cllr Clark that he is on the Steering Group but had  missed a number of recent meetings.
MINOR MATTERS RAISED BY COUNCILLORS
Cllr Stillwell asked:

a. What the new yellow lines in the Co-op car park were for as they were obliterating the disabled parking bay. The Clerk understood that the Co-op wished to use the area for deliveries and that a new side door had been installed and the rear delivery door blocked up. The Clerk reported that no signs had been installed and several members of the public had tried to park between the yellow lines. Clerk to write to the Co-op manager to ask about the new area and the disabled bay.
