319/09 APOLOGIES AND REASONS FOR ABSENCE 

Apologies received from Cllr M. Woolley (business), K. Wood (holiday) & J. Norris (personal commitment). Also, Neighbourhood Wardens Paul Conroy & Paul Buckman were absent because they were running induction sessions at the new Youth Gym.
320/09 DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS

Cllr Hayler declared a personal prejudicial interest in the application from WSCC for a grant towards Youth Services as she is a WSCC employee. It was agreed that Cllrs Clark & Harbour would not need to declare an interest in this same matter (even though they are heavily involved in Ashington Youth Club) as the funding request was for Youth services outside Ashington and aimed at those Youths wanting to attend Steyning Youth Centre on a Saturday when no service was provided at Ashington Youth Club.

321/09 APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The Minutes of the meeting held on the 1st October 2009 were approved as a true record and signed by the Chairman. Proposed by Councillor Brennan and seconded by Councillor Carver, and agreed.
322/09 REPORT FROM THE NEIGHBOURHOOD WARDENS
The Chairman thanked all those Councillors who had attended the recent opening of the new Youth Gym at the Youth Club.
In the absence of the Wardens the Chairman read from the following report:

Anti –Social Behaviour

We have had an outbreak of anti-social behaviour involving motor scooters in the village. This has involved pillion riding on L Plate vehicles with passengers not wearing helmets and occasions of riding vehicles on footpaths. Two yellow cards have been issued in this respect and an anti-social behaviour letter generated for one consistent offender. A section 59 order will be issued if this person continues to offend.

We have programmed 4 early morning and late evening operations where we have covertly observed dog walkers. One session at The Turnpike Way footpath and three on the Recreation ground. Observation is difficult on such a wide expanse in darkness. We will programme another four covert sessions in the village for November. As yet we have not caught anybody failing to pick up after their dogs. This still remains a priority for us especially in light of the recent conclusions of the Parish Consultation Questionnaire.

Halloween passed off relatively quietly with lots of Parents and children enjoying the spirit of the occasion.

Everyone no doubt is aware of the explosion that took place at Stuart Harrison’s Farmhouse and our sympathies go out to his family during this difficult time. We have pledged our support and help to the Family offering our services should they need them.

Community

The Spice of Life Players put on a show at the Ashington Community Centre for our senior citizens. My thanks go to this group who were greatly appreciated by the Residents and an enjoyable evening was had by everyone.
Junior Warden Scheme

I am currently involved in a discussion with Ashington Autos about sponsorship of the Scheme involving the supply of new uniforms and our next project will involve assisting the general village day clean-up on 21st November.

Willard Room Gym Project

The grand opening of the Willard Room Gym was held on the 29th October. In attendance were representatives of Saxon Weald and Horsham District Council. The project has aroused a lot of interest and the first Authorised User Courses are programmed for the first Week of November. Ashington can be proud that it has such a prestigious venue and I would like to thank all those who worked tirelessly to ensure its success. Special thanks goes to Karen Hayler for believing in the dream and making it a reality through her persistent fund raising efforts. We are planning a Gym open Day for Early December .
Cllr Stillwell reported that problems with anti-social driving around Billingshurst Road were continuing. The Clerk had already reported this to the Police.

323/09 YOUNG PERSONS ADJOURNEMENT
An opportunity for young people to speak to the Parish Council. There were no Wardens or young people in attendance as it was the first week of the new Youth Gym opening. The Wardens would organise attendees for the December meeting.
324/09 REPORT FROM DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS
The Highway Rangers have cleared vegetation from Meiros Way to Penn Gardens. Ray Farrell (member of the public who had first reported the matter) had asked the Clerk to thank County Councillor Wilkinson for his efforts in getting this matter attended to. Recent vegetation clearance around overhead cables had resulted in some branches being deposited in highway verges throughout the village. It was agreed that the Clerk contact EDF Energy to ask that the debris be removed.

Councillors will have seen that the Red Lion mini-roundabout has now been re-located and early indications are that almost 100% of drivers are now going around the roundabout correctly. WSCC has indicated that the target cost is revised to £2,538.70 (from @£4,000) see below, to be taken from the Calor Village of the Year funds (£1,872.97 remaining).
The Clerk had contacted HDC who confirmed that Sparrows Lane residents should have received blue top bins in early October. HDC had now delivered the bins. Other parts of the village eg Billingshurst Road were planned for the next phase of the project.

District Councillor Roger Arthur reported that:
1. the Strategic Housing Land Assessment process was ongoing and would identify parcels of land to be developed in the future. This did not affect Ashington directly.

2. Now that the planning application for Laybrook Landfill had been re-submitted he had requested HDC to make sure that the application was brought before HDC Development Control South Committee as soon as possible.

County Councillor Frank Wilkinson reported that:

1. He and Roger Arthur were still pursuing outstanding matters in Viney Close/The Sands (Item 32b). It was clear that Persimmon Homes were trying not to fulfil their obligations. Persimmon were still responsible for many roads in Ashington and matters such as streetlights out in Viney Close were the responsibility of Persimmon to fix but they were unlikely to take any action. Frank Wilkinson had persuaded WSCC Street Lighting contractors to have a look at the streetlights in Viney Close to see if simple repairs could be made. Anything complex would have to be resolved by Persimmon. County Councillor Wilkinson had regular meetings with his Strategic Planning colleagues and had reported Persimmon’s lack of co-operation and this may affect their involvement in any future developments in the County. WSCC were unable to adopt roads from Persimmon because WSCC Development Control report that the sewers were not built to the required standard and therefore Southern Water would not ‘sign off’ the sewers thus preventing WSCC from adopting the roads. WSCC Development Control was discussing with HDC Legal whether the Developers Bond could be used to get the required works done.

2. The Laybrook Landfill planning application had been re-submitted but there were still some outstanding issues and therefore the application could not be validated by WSCC. County Councillor Wilkinson felt that the matter would not be presented to WSCC Planning Committee until February or March 2010 and would probably not go out to public consultation until after Xmas.
3. Regarding the application from WSCC Youth Services for funding towards the provision of a Saturday Youth Club at Steyning (Finance section), he had spoken to the head of Youth Services who had advised that the request was for funds towards the transport costs of the service. WSCC had agreed to use its own funds to run a pilot scheme and had been premature in their request for funds from Parish Councils. Parish Councils were not required to give funds at this stage. The Chairman reported that this matter was on the Council agenda and the Parish Council would bear this in mind when discussing the matter.

4. WSCC had recently received a national recycling award for their efforts to recycle goods under the WEEE category. The Parish Council congratulated County Councillor Wilkinson and WSCC on their achievement.

5. Local MP, Nick Herbert, is appearing on the BBC’s Question Time to be shown after the Parish Council meeting.

The Chairman thanked both Councillors for their reports.

327/09 Item 201 Newsletter
Due to publication & delivery problems the Parish Council agreed to switch to a new publisher some time ago (Minute 239/09, August 2009). Unfortunately the new publisher has informed the Clerk that they cannot produce it free of charge as they cannot find advertisers. Therefore, the Parish Council will need to publish a newsletter without adverts and pay the full cost (a quote of £550 per newsletter has been received including printing and hand delivery to all houses in the main part of Ashington, posted to outlying houses, surprisingly high given the cost of producing & delivering the Annual Report is only £280). The Clerk has discovered that many Parish Councils now produce their own newsletters (printed in-house or by external printer) and employ local resources for delivery.
After much discussion it was agreed that the Parish Council would publish the newsletter (professional printing) and arrange local distribution (either via a local group, individual or contractors, Clerk to investigate). A budget of £1200 would be set for 4 editions. The Clerk would investigate whether local businesses would like to sponsor the publication and homeowners (particularly those living in outlying areas) would be given an opportunity to ‘opt out’ of receiving future editions of the newsletter.

330/09 Item 204 Roundabout Sponsorship
WSCC has now decided to reduce the grass cutting frequency county-wide from 11 to 9 times per year. Parish Councillors had previously agreed to pay WSCC £347 to cut both top roundabouts, expecting 11 cuts per year. WSCC state that the normal charge for 9 cuts per year of the roundabouts should be £412 but they are prepared to honour the £347 previously offered but only for 9 cuts per year. If Councillors wish to have additional cuts then a separate contract with the grass cutting contractor will need to be made and it is likely that each additional cut will cost @£50 potentially taking the total expenditure to £450, almost half of the total sponsorship budget. It was explained that Ashington Autos sponsorship was agreed to cover the full cost of maintenance of the roundabouts (grass cutting, tree trimming, bark chips, weedkilling) and that the level of sponsorship had not increased over the years. There was some discussion about increasing their financial contribution, Parish Council pulling out of the arrangement (leaving WSCC to negotiate directly with Ashington Autos), cost of additional grass cuts. It was agreed that:

a. the Parish Council would pay WSCC £347pa for 9 cuts

b. the Parish Council would not arrange additional cuts
c. the sponsorship cost would not increase but the Clerk would closely monitor costs so that they did not exceed the level of sponsorship
d. Cllr Norton would find a copy of the original sponsorship agreement for information.

DC/09/1925 Conversion of garage into family room and utility space - 3 Chanctonbury. Councillors were concerned that no new garage is planned and this planning application would result in the loss of a garage.
DC/09/1913 Conversion of garage to study, new garage and single-storey extension to form dining room - 10 Fairfield Road. The Parish Council raised no objections.
DC/09/1876 Renewal of unimplemented outline permission AS/72/00 and reserved matters to erect petrol station, restaurant and vehicle parking (previously renewed approval DC/04/1586) Land South East of Martins Farm London Road
The Parish Council had previously commented (Minutes of 1st November 2007, 452/07): ‘DC/07/2372 Erection of petrol filling station, kiosk/mini-store, restaurant and private and commercial vehicle parking (Approval of Reserved Matters) - Land South East Of Martins Farm London Road
In principle, the Parish Council support this application however the Council has a number of concerns that it would like addressed:

1. Surface water drainage – plans show surface water drainage running north to ditches beyond the site boundary. The Parish Council is not aware of any ditches to the north of the site and the land to the north runs uphill. If it is planned to create surface water drainage to an existing drain to the east via a culvert under the A24 then steps must be taken to ensure that the Developer keeps this drain clear to prevent flooding of the land beyond the A24 which already occurs from existing highway drainage.

2. Foul water drainage – plans show foul water drainage to a sewage treatment works behind the proposed restaurant with an overflow into the field beyond. The development site is on lower ground than the sewers and Southern Water should be consulted on the plans. There is no local authority sewer adjacent to the site.

3. Lighting – the proposed development should be subject to lighting restrictions to ensure no light pollution (day or night) to nearby properties.

4. Signage – appropriate signs should be installed to ensure customers of the proposed facilities has access to the A24 at the northern end of the village only and do not travel through the village to access the facilities.

5. The Parish Council would like the local Highways Authority to check the cambers and signage of the slip roads off the A24 at the north of Ashington – to ensure that the extra traffic associated with this facility has access to the A24 correctly and safely. A number of ‘near misses’ have occurred at the Off slip road from the northbound carriageway as traffic does not always stop and give way at the end of the slip road.

6. Trees – there are 7 trees with TPO’s on the site and one may be affected by the proposed car wash – steps should be taken to prevent damage to the trees.’

After some discussion the Chairman asked for a vote, by show of hands, on whether the Council’s previous comments should be re-submitted to HDC. For 6, Against 1, Abstentions 1, therefore the Clerk would re-submit the Council’s comments from November 2007.

DC/09/1832 1st floor extension over existing single-storey flat roof and 2-storey extension - Beulah Cottage London Road. The Parish Council raised no objections.

DC/09/1900 Erection of wall and panels with wooden gates – Karoja, Rectory Lane. The Parish Council raised no objections.

Landfill at Laybrook Brickworks – Cory has re-submitted their planning application but information is still missing and WSCC has put the application ‘on hold’ until the information is received. The Chairman proposed that the Clerk write to WSCC to ask that the public consultation period for this application not run over the Xmas period ie public consultation to start in the New Year. Update from the Administrators of Kaupthing Singer & Friedlander Bank - they will pay the next distribution of funds in December 2009 and there will be periodic payments at regular intervals thereafter. BUT the Administrators stress that this figure could be lower or higher if there are ‘significant issues’. Monies will be paid directly into the Council’s Lloyds TSB Current account and it is proposed that they be transferred to the National Savings account (by cheque) at the next Council meeting after receipt. Agreed by all.

It was suggested that the Clerk investigate bank interest rates as the National Savings account was only paying 0.3% interest at present.

The Clerk has contacted the District Valuer regarding the land rented by Ashington Autos and is waiting for a response.

Posthorses pond – needs dredging by a digger to remove built-up silt and reedmace. A quote for £6,650 has been received from a local contractor. The Clerk has tried to secure a second quote but the contractor has not yet responded to the Clerk. The quote includes for the disposal of dredged material on nearby farm fields although the Clerk has not yet gained permission from the farmer for this. If permission is not given then additional cost will be incurred to take away the material. The works will take approx. 4 days and all plant hire is included in the cost. The contractor holds £10 million Public Liability Insurance, will undertake a full risk assessment and will close off access to the East side nature trail as tractors will need to use the route for access to the pond. Councillors considered the quote and felt that it was a little high and agreed that:

a. the Clerk try to get other quotes (Cllr Clark gave some contact details to the Clerk)

b. the cost would have to be taken from Developers Lump Sums rather than normal Council funds

Consider a request for a grant from Steyning Parish Council towards the running costs of the swimming pool at Steyning Leisure Centre. They have suggested 10-20p per resident per year (£250-500 for Ashington). Not agreed as Councillors felt that pool users should contribute additional funds.

Broken gate at Willard Way balancing pond – the Clerk has received 2 quotes of £205.25 and £286. It was proposed to accept the lower of the two quotes, both are from reputable contractors that the Council has used previously. This cost would be taken from the Contingency budget. Agreed by all.

Warminghurst Close play area requires the hedge cutting back to a manageable height (from 4m to 1.8m) as local residents are unhappy at the current height and annual maintenance is difficult on a hedge this height. Mark Adsett has quoted £225 to cut the hedge and dispose of debris. The Parish Council has sufficient funds in the play area maintenance budget for these works. This is a one-off cost as once lower in height annual maintenance will be possible. Agreed by all.

In addition cars were using Turnpike Way to turn around after visiting the shops. The Chairman would write a gentle reminder in the village weekly email.
