APOLOGIES AND REASONS FOR ABSENCE 

Apologies received from Cllr J. Stillwell (personal) and Neighbourhood Warden Paul Conroy (attending the Snack Wagon event)

DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS
Cllrs Woolley & Horton declared a personal, prejudicial interest in Item 183 as they both live adjacent to one of the proposed bridleway routes. Cllr Hayler declared a personal, prejudicial interest in Correspondence for Action Item 2 as she is an employee of WSCC, Cllr Wood declared personal, prejudicial interest in Finance Correspondence regarding the Environmental Cleansing Grant from HDC as his wife is the Litter Warden. Cllr Clark declared personal, prejudicial interest in planning application DC/08/2271 (4 Timberlea Close) as it is near to his own property.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The Minutes of the meeting held on the 9th October 2008 were approved as a true record and signed by the Chairman. Proposed by Councillor Horton and seconded by Councillor Harbour, and agreed.
REPORT FROM THE NEIGHBOURHOOD WARDENS
The Clerk read out the Wardens report:

Reported Crime and anti-social behaviour for the month of September as indicated in the signal incidents report from Horsham Police are as follows:
An elderly resident from the Sands was subject to verbal abuse and had her fence smashed following an invitation to quote for work. Police informed and serial no. raised. We have since carried out regular visits to the lady to reassure her.

Three Reports of nuisance vehicle on Roundabout at the top of London Rd.

Residents car tyres slashed. After talking to residents involved it seems that it was a case of a grudge and mistaken identity.

Anti – Social Behaviour

There are now two new Anti-social behaviour co-ordinators in place in the Horsham District. Shelley Gosden is our contact for this area her contact e-mail is Shelly.Gosden@sussex.pnn.police.uk We are working with Shelley on current issues affecting Ashington.

There were incidents involving a female resident who was being “Stalked” by a man from outside of the village. We have intervened on the relatives behalf and the situation is now resolved.

There have been more nuisance phone calls to the “Golden Plaice” takeaway. Following information supplied by us the Police have now become involved.

Abandoned Coach vehicle in London Rd .Reported to Police. Vehicle now removed.

Reports from Residents about a group of youths congregating outside the Church drinking alcohol and playing loud music. We have intervened and engaged with this group and the instances have decreased in the latter part of the month. We have however opened a casebook with the Anti-social behaviour co-ordinator on this group.

Fly tipping in London Rd. Now removed.

Reports of  Vehicle “Known to Police” and viewed by us with suspicion in various places in Ashington. We are monitoring and feeding information to Police.

Alerted by a call from a Resident in Linfield Lane of motorbike and nuisance and continuous circling of roundabout I attended and flagged the motorcyclist down and issued him with a caution and section 59 Warning which will be logged with the Police.

Community Projects.

Junior Wardens cleaned the back of the Youth Club.

Wardens supported Youth Club Visit to Horsham Bowling. Vehicle hire funded by Warden Scheme.

REPORT FROM DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS
District Councillor Roger Arthur reported that:

1. He had attended meetings regarding the proposed merger between Royal West Sussex and Worthing & Southlands Hospital NHS Trusts into one centrally managed organisation. He agreed to the merger if it would generate benefits (lower administration costs) which meant that front-line services would not have to be downgraded.
2. The Horsham Town Charge (for unparished areas) had not been adjusted in the last 2-3 years and it was likely that the Parishes were subsidising the unparished areas. He was trying to re-dress the balance.

County Councillor Frank Wilkinson reported that:

1. He agreed with Roger Arthur’s statement about the Hospital trust merger and that residents of West Sussex should expect to see cost savings and better health services as a result of the merger. Cllr Carver reminded everyone that the Fit for the Future consultation and possible hospital downgrades had not been stopped – it was ‘on hold’ until the Hospital Trust merger decision had been taken. If Trusts did not merge then Fit for the Future would re-emerge.
2. The A24 Ashington to Buck Barn road safety scheme had been brought forward to 2011/12 subject to the finances being agreed between WSCC and the Highways Agency. The works would take @ 2 years and there would be significant disruption on the A24 especially as the A24 outside Ashington was due to be resurfaced with noise reducing tarmac at about the same time. Councillors expressed their hope that the 2 schemes would be co-ordinated well. It was suggested that the works could be brought forward further as they were essential for safety reasons, the government needed to spend public money to help kick-start the economy and all of the major planning work on the project had been completed. County Councillor Wilkinson would talk to colleagues to see if plans could be brought forward but public consultation was still necessary and the opposition group could yet demand a public enquiry. 

3. He had delivered a note to Turnpike Way residents about the ‘pinch point’ that they had petitioned WSCC about. The note confirmed that this would not be considered until the impact of the new layby had been assessed and there were other options eg moving the postbox that were still being pursued.

Wimpey had signed the transfer documents but had informed the Council that payment of the Lump Sum would be delayed until February 2009 due to the financial situation. Councillors agreed that this was totally unacceptable and agreed that the Clerk should write to HDC (who are party to the s106 agreement) to ask that they enforce completion after 10 years of delays.

Whilst the transfer documents appear to show that the hedgerow and ditch belong to the School and not the Parish Council, Ashington School has contacted the Council stating that the view of WSCC Property Management (confirmed by a letter to the School from Persimmon Homes dated 28th November 2001) is that the boundary is along the centre root line of the hedge. The School has offered to split the cost of hedge cutting with the Council. Cllr Norton disagreed with this assessment and produced a larger scale plan showing that the ditch and hedgerow was indeed part of the School land. Clerk to contact WSCC and the School to resolve this issue.

Item 156 Layby, London Road

WSCC has informed the Clerk that the TRO work for both laybys has not yet been started and they are unsure whether there are sufficient s106 transport funds in the Ashington account to pay for the TRO work (owing to the cost of the layby increasing). Until construction of the layby is completed the final bill will not be known. Once the final bill is paid then WSCC will be able to work out if sufficient funds are available for the TRO work. The TRO work will take 3-6 months. The full impact of the new layby will not be known until the TRO is in place.
It was proposed that the TRO wording reads - "2hr waiting, no return within 2hrs Mon - Sat 8am - 6pm". However, Councillors agreed to amend this to one hour waiting only as this was felt to be sufficient for most shoppers. Clerk to inform WSCC.

A local firm has asked if we would accept adverts on the website. Cllr Clark has advised the Clerk that it is possible to put adverts on the website and charges vary from £10 to £100 pa depending on where/how big the advert is placed. The Council would have to show a disclaimer stating that advertisers/products are not endorsed etc. This could generate some income for the Council but the Clerk would have to manage the additional workload and the adverts may distract from the information content of the website. Councillors considered that the additional administration costs would be too great and despite disclaimers people may still think that the Parish Council was endorsing businesses. It was agreed to direct all enquiries to the Ashington Business Consortium (ABC) and simply have a link to the ABC website from the Parish Council’s website.

Item 183 Sustainable transport route to Storrington
WSCC has approached the Parish Council about the possibility of creating a sustainable transport route to Storrington. The Clerk had circulated a summary to Councillors and Councillors were asked to consider this request. The Chairman read out the summary so that members of the public were fully aware of the issue. Cllr Carver reminded new members of the Council that a bridleway route was lost when the A24 was built and by establishing this route it would replace the one that was lost. He also reminded newer Councillors that the Parish Council had tried to find alternative bridleway routes in the past but none were possible and that previous reluctance by the Council to allow use of FP2611 or 2613 was due to the fact that significant Council funds were used to erect the squeeze barriers and resurface the footpaths.

The Chairman invited members of the public to speak:
In support – it is unfair that pedestrians have 2 footpaths and horse riders have none, horses cannot use the route beside the A24 as it is a footpath (unlawful for horses) and extremely dangerous. If funds were an issue then Toll Rides Off Road Trust (TROT) would work with the Parish Council to help facilitate a route. Horse owners would buy a licence to ride the route and the Parish Council would receive 70% of licence fees. There were many local horse riders and livery stables and a new bridleway into Ashington would create an excellent local route. A bridleway surfaced with the correct material would not be damaged by horses and often bridleways are in poor condition because local landowners do not maintain the route or co-operate with WSCC.
Against – the member of the public made it clear that he was not against a bridleway in principle but felt that FP2611 was not a suitable route. The safety of users was vitally important and the route is narrow and horses, cyclists, pedestrians, dogs mixing in a confined space would cause accidents. There would also be a risk of quad bikes and motorbikes abusing the route. The junction of the bridleway with Church Farm driveway would be dangerous  - it is already a very busy junction with traffic and farm vehicles, poor visibility and parking and accidents would likely occur. He was also concerned about any health risks from horse droppings along the route and was concerned that despite WSCC reassurance that they would maintain the surface it was likely that the standard of maintenance would be poor and the surface would deteriorate badly. He suggested that an alternative route from Malthouse Lane to Mill Lane, parallel to the A24 should be considered. A second member of the public confirmed her concerns about the risks of horses, cyclists & pedestrians meeting in a confined space and did not feel that the route was wide enough.

The Chairman thanked the members of the public for their comments. Cllrs Woolley & Horton left the meeting room.

Cllr Carver asked that Councillors welcome the opportunity to restore a bridleway that was lost due to an oversight when the bypass was built. He drew Councillors attention to the fact that the path beside the Methodist Church is a relatively narrow bridleway and the surface is in good condition, there have been no problems or accidents between horses, cyclists & pedestrians. In addition the A24 footbridge is a bridleway and there have been no incidents. He confirmed that there are no known parasitic diseases that can be caught from horse manure.

Comments were made that FP2613 to Mill Lane was far too narrow for a bridleway and that the only possible route would be FP2611 to the Church but that the junction with Church Farm, Church Lane, Church Close & Foster Lane would need careful thought as it could be very dangerous.

Cllr Norton was concerned that walkers used both footpaths and would be restricted to one route if horse riders damaged the surface of one route. He was concerned that the route was not ideal for a bridleway and that WSCC would have to resurface the route with more appropriate material before it could be opened as a bridleway. Horse riders may be able to look into the rear gardens of adjoining properties and this could cause some complaints and that the route was too narrow for horses, cyclists & pedestrians to mix however, no other routes had been found. He suggested a possible route from Malthouse Lane to Mill Lane, parallel to the A24 should be considered.
It was proposed that the Parish Council agree in principle that a bridleway could be created along either FP2611 or 2613 (with FP2611 being the favoured route). The Chairman asked for a vote by show of hands – Councillors voted 7 in support and 1 against. It was agreed that the concerns expressed would be passed to WSCC and the Parish Council would expect WSCC to fully assess the safety issues and present detailed plans before final agreement.
