353/07 Item 119 Affordable Rural Housing

Andrew Smith, Regional Development Manager (Surrey & Sussex) from English Rural Housing Association (ERHA) introduced himself to the Council. ERHA are one of HDC’s preferred partners for development of affordable homes in Category 2 settlements and have been ‘assigned’ to Ashington. ERHA specialise in building small developments of affordable homes in villages.

The procedure for establishing an affordable housing scheme was described as:

a. The Rural Housing Enabler from AiRS speaks to the Parish Council and undertakes an initial survey to identify need – this has already been undertaken for Ashington.

b. In the second stage ERHA work with the Parish Council/District Council to search for possible sites for development – can include ‘Exception Sites’ which are pieces of land adjacent to the Built Up Area Boundary (BUAB) that cannot be built upon.

c. Planning & Highways authorities assess the sites and produce a shortlist

d. Landowners are contacted and an assessment is made whether they will sell for a reasonable price – this will be lower than market price as the land is outside the BUAB

e. An architect is appointed who will work with the PC, planning & Highways to produce some designs

f. A Village Information Event is held where local people are invited to inspect and comment upon plans. ERHA are available to answer any concerns

g. Once general community support is achieved then a planning application is made – since all of the basic surveying is performed during the initial site selection and the PC has been kept involved throughout the process then planning permission is usually a formality at this stage. A s106 agreement would define the ‘rules’ of the scheme.
h. ERHA will ask for the PC to appoint a liaison during the building phase who can bring local issues to the attention of ERHA/Builder

i. During the second stage survey names & addresses of possible tenants are gathered and cross matched with HDC’s Housing Register in order to make sure that future tenants have strong connections to the Parish.

Andrew Smith explained that Meiros Farm site was included in the LDF and was awaiting approval as a site by the Planning Inspector – this was expected to take place in November. If approved then ERHA would have to work with the housing developer for this site and possible acquire part of the site for affordable homes. The Chairman commented that he had spoken to the developer of this site who had told him that there would be no affordable homes developed but Andrew Smith confirmed that a percentage would have to be affordable otherwise planning permission would not be given.

If the Meiros Farm site was not to proceed then a search for alternative sites would take place. ERHA will contact the owners of Hoots House, Flowerpots and Aladdins Cave to see if there was any possibility of developing those sites for affordable homes although he was concerned that their owners would not be prepared to sell at a reduced price for affordable houses.
If this was the case then ERHA would search for sites outside the BUAB and would work with the PC to identify suitable sites.

Andrew Smith then asked if there were any questions:

Cllr Hayler asked if there was any merit in undertaking the second stage survey earlier in the process so that names & addresses could be gathered and exact need identified. Andrew Smith responded that many people don’t register with HDC unless they know that a new scheme is starting, some people may be earning too much to qualify for a place on the housing register but still cannot afford to buy their own home. Gathering this information too early may raise peoples hopes.

Cllr Woolley asked if there were not enough local people for the houses would ‘outsiders’ be allowed to take occupancy. Andrew Smith responded that local people must register with HDC and that the rules are much tighter to stop outsiders. Historically this was not always the case.

Cllr Wood asked how sites outside the BUAB could be developed on. Andrew Smith stated that it was well documented in HDC’s Core Strategy and LDF that if there was a demonstrated need for affordable homes then Exception Sites outside the BUAB could be used.

Andrew Smith clarified that there was 2 types of tenure – rented and part ownership. The homes could never be sold on the open market, householders would have no rights to buy 100% of the property and therefore the houses would remain affordable in perpetuity. In the event that a householder wished to move then ERHA (as the Management Company) would advertise the house so that another local person can take up residence.

Andrew Smith clarified that the Meiros Farm site is an ‘allocated’ development site (subject to the Planning Inspectors ruling in November) and affordable homes on both allocated and exception sites must be for local people only.

The Chairman thanked Andrew for his time and confirmed that the project would be pursued once the Planning Inspectors decision on Meiros Farm was known.

HDC are submitting a District wide application to BLF and our application for £24-30k was recently approved by HDC and will now be put forward to BLF for consideration in December. The equipment is proposed to be installed at the Foster Lane play area and ACCT have been asked for their approval. If we are successful then the Parish Council would have to fund insurance and maintenance costs of the equipment in the long term.

362/07 For action:
1. NHS Fit for the Future proposals. Cllr Carver had attended the recent CLC meeting concerned with the Fit for the Future proposals. Following the meeting he had little confidence in the PCT and described them as a ‘money shuffling organisation’. He understood that they had responsibility for Horsham, Littlehampton & Midhurst areas but not Worthing, Chichester & Haywards Heath and that their role was simply to respond to the different hospitals requests for funds. At the meeting, chaired by the CLC Chairman Pat Arculus, and attended by many medical personnel there were 3 options presented by the CLC but many of these options are not supported by all, including WSCC, and these should not be the only options available. Pat Arculus had suggested a different option would be not to locate a super hospital at Brighton or Worthing but to locate specialist services within each of the local hospitals. All present seemed to accept that progress and change was needed but the proposals do not reflect this. District Councillor Roger Arthur questioned the need for change – was it purely financially driven or was it for the betterment of medical services? Cllr Carver responded that the remit of the PCT is to provide safe medical care but more sustainability and effective use of resources was required. Cllr Carver highlighted that an independent review panel was scrutinizing the PCT.
A member of the public was invited to speak and stated that the consultation period for responses had been extended to the end of November and that there was another meeting planned for 1st November 7pm at Henfield Hall where individuals could attend and have their say. The local MP, Nick Herbert, hoped to be present at this meeting.

It was agreed that the Clerk complete the Fit for the Future consultation questionnaire to reflect the dissatisfaction of the PC with the options available and with the proposed plans for change.

365/07 PUBLIC ADJOURNMENT INCLUDING REPORT FROM THE NEIGHBOURHOOD WARDEN
One member of the public expressed her dismay at the Fit for the Future plans. In addition, she had attended HDC’s Development Control (South) meeting when planning application DC/06/1013 was discussed. She felt that District Councillors had not even read the paperwork associated with this application and were not fully prepared for the discussion. She lives close to the application site and has spotted bats in the area, telephoned Andrew Frost (HDC) who will approach Ashton Vale School to see if they will undertake a bat survey in the area. It is unlawful to disturb bat roosts. She was concerned that HDC’s policies state that there should be a justifiable need for building outside the BUAB and that no local need had been identified. She questioned the definition of ‘local’ and whether it would be used by HDC to allow building outside the BUAB. She stated that the development would create more traffic on Billingshurst Road and with the possible development of a landfill site at Laybrook Brickworks and the associated increase in traffic on Billingshurst Road this would make the site hazardous for school vehicles. She felt that there was no reason to approve the application on the grounds that it would tidy up a derelict site.
District Councillor Roger Arthur responded that there was an established policy for development in Category 2 settlements and that the proposed school was not suitable for Ashington. As the school would have in the region of 51% of its pupils from the Horsham area and it was not part of the state school system it had no need to be built in Ashington – it could be built in a Category 1 settlement. He felt that there was no reason to overturn HDC’s policy. He confirmed that the Planning Inspector would look at the BUAB to ensure it was positioned correctly and that once this had taken place HDC would then decide the planning application.

The Chairman reassured members of the public that the Parish Council was opposing this application with all of the power it could. The Parish Council had again employed the services of a Planning Consultant, at some cost to the Council, who would send a letter to members of the development Control (South) Committee stating the Parish Councils objections to the application. District Councillor Arthur suggested that all Horsham district Councillors should receive a copy of the letter as they should be made aware that HDC’s hard won Core Strategy was under threat if this application was permitted. Agreed by all. The letter to be received by Councillors prior to the site meeting that had been scheduled for 26th September – Clerk to liaise with the planning Consultant.

Paul Conroy explained to Councillors that he had been away for 4 weeks due to 2 weeks training and 2 weeks annual leave and thanked Steve Hart for covering in his absence. He introduced Russell Akehurst who had recently been appointed as Neighbourhood Warden for Ashington. Russell had 30 years experience in Sussex Police.
The Neighbourhood Warden reported that:

a. problems with youths on the Recreation ground in the early hours of the morning – loud noise, drunk & disorderly behaviour. The Police attended and the youths scattered, unidentified. The Wardens have spoken to possible suspects
b. youths hanging around on the Recreation ground in the vicinity of the grass roller. This has now been moved to behind the Youth Club away from nearby houses.

c. Youths are still hanging around by the balancing pond at Willard Way but there have been no recent complaints about noise. The Wardens had previously spoken to those involved and asked that they keep noise levels down.

d. Minor problems with youths from other villages on Festival day. Dealt with by PCSO and Street Scene Wardens

e. They have been visiting the elderly and vulnerable in our community for advice on security and safety. This is especially important in light of the recent attempted distraction burglary and the Wardens have established a rolling program of visits.

f. A serious incident occurred when a moped rider threw a kitchen knife at a youngster. This has been reported to the Police.

g. One party that got out of hand and youngsters involved were dispersed by the Wardens. The resident involved was visited by the Wardens and assured them that there would be no further occurrences.
h. The Walking Bus project appears to be viable and a pilot scheme will start after the October half term and will walk from the top of London Road, past Cricketers Close, Fairfield Road, Church Lane and on to school. The Wardens were recruiting volunteers to staff this project.

i. The Junior Warden Scheme would recommence and initiatives such as a recycling project, family fun run and football tournament were being considered.

The Chairman thanked both Wardens for attending the meeting.
