The Minutes of the meeting held on the 3rd July 2008 were approved as a true record and signed by the Chairman. Proposed by Councillor Norton and seconded by Councillor Horton, and agreed.
REPORT FROM THE NEIGHBOURHOOD WARDENS
Crime

Reported Crime as indicated in the signal incidents report from Horsham Police for the month of June was as follows.

A laptop was stolen from a residents car in Willard Way.

Fencing was stolen from Church Farm.

A Citizens Arrest was made by the Neighbourhood Wardens following information from residents that hub caps had been stolen from a car in Fairfield Rd. The offenders would shortly appear before Chichester magistrates charged with theft.
Anti – Social Behaviour

A Group of men and women are continually gathering in the Scout Hut Car Park and on the recreation ground for sustained drinking bouts and in some cases drug taking. The Police have been called on several occasions and are well aware of the situation. Some of the members were part of the group that witnessed the recent tragic accident on the A24.
The Warden is very concerned about the level of drug taking by this group – he and his colleague have witnessed, and recorded on cctv, youths taking drugs but the Police seem to be giving little support to this issue and the Wardens & PCSO’s are powerless in these cases. The Warden has discussed the matter with Mike Rumble (HDC) who will be speaking to the Police about the matter. Local residents have been alerted to the issue and are encouraged to report all incidents of noise, disturbance, anti-social behaviour to the Police and WSCC Youth and Drug/Alcohol Awareness teams have been informed of the problem. The Warden stressed the importance of local residents reporting crimes directly to the Police as the Wardens are unable to report incidents to the Police on behalf of residents. Steve Hart made it clear that crime figures for Ashington would be much higher if it was not for the presence of our Neighbourhood Wardens.

It was agreed that the Clerk write to the Police to ask for more support to the Wardens and that an article be placed in the next newsletter encouraging residents to report all crimes directly to the Police.

Several youngsters stopped and expressed an interest for the next one.

The football tournament had to be cancelled due to 3 teams pulling out at the last minute. It is hoped to run it again in the near future. Paul put a lot of effort into organizing this and will try again next year.
The Chairman reported that a candidate had been offered the position as new Neighbourhood Warden but that references had not yet been received. It was expected that the candidate would take up the position in early September.
REPORT FROM DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS
County Councillor Frank Wilkinson reported that:

1. The A24 Route Safety Audit would start in September and would cover the area from Findon to just north of Ashington. It would also encompass the A283, Rock Road and all junctions on/off the A24. The Kate’s Cakes slip road would be assessed as part of the safety audit and also WSCC have their own Highways Engineers looking at this junction. It was reported that WSCC Highways were not consulted on the planning application for expansion of Kate’s Cakes and that the resultant road design was not to the correct standard.

2. Road markings at the southern end of the village would shortly be undertaken and the local Area Manager had apologised for the delay in this work
3. Turnpike Way/Co-op was being looked at (see Item156)

4. The A24 near Southwater had been surfaced with tar/chippings which had resulted in an increase in road surface noise. Frank Wilkinson had spoken to Highways colleagues about this and he assured the Parich Council that the resurfacing work near Ashington scheduled to start 2010/2011 would be with the noise reducing tarmac and not tar/chippings.

5. County Councillor Wilkinson thanked everyone for their support in the campaign against the Boundary Commission proposals to move Ashington to the Billingshurst Division.

Item 141 Play Area Grant

ACCT has agreed to a 5 year lease and the Clerk is awaiting confirmation of this in writing. ACCT has asked the Parish Council to consider installing a cctv camera on the Community Centre in order to monitor the new play area and suggested that the Parish Council may be able to lease a camera, however, Kestrel Alarms (cctv company) do not lease cameras. The Clerk has asked Kestrel to provide a quote for the purchase of a camera. The Parish Council will need to discuss the cost at a future meeting and will need to decide how to fund the camera (PC funds, grant, s106?)

The consultation events were well attended and the results of the events have been summarised and passed to HDC for comment. It is clear that there are 6 pieces of equipment (all from different suppliers) that the vast majority of youngsters agreed upon and the Clerk has contacted two play area companies to ascertain the cost of providing all of the equipment in one design.

Cllr Clark attended the meeting with the Co-op.
Cllrs Norton & Stillwell attended the meeting at HDC re: Item 150

The Chairman met with Mike Rumble (HDC) on 4th July to discuss Neighbourhood Wardens and attended the interviews for new Warden on 25th July.

The Chairman & Clerk attended the Playzone consultation event on 12th July

Cllr Carver had attended the WSCC Minerals & Waste Forum and reported that it was surprising to learn that only 18% of all waste is domestic, 52% from demolition/building and 30% from industrial sources. Therefore attempts at waste reduction were only concentrating on 18% of all waste. WSCC plans linked waste disposal with mineral extraction as both support each other. Planning applications may be received for waste sites and mineral extraction sites but permissions may never be implemented or may only be implemented many years in the future – it was a difficult process to assess need and plan facilities to satisfy need. Cllr carver was very impressed with WSCC plans and strategies for what is a very complex, problematical issue. Cllr Carver reported that SEERA have asked WSCC to look at accepting some waste from London.

MINOR MATTERS RAISED BY COUNCILLORS
Cllr Stillwell reported that the northern slip road (from the southbound carriageway) was overgrown with vegetation. Clerk to report to Highway Rangers.

Cllr Stillwell reported that Glenview & Santrew Care Homes had now closed down, Lynton remained open. There had been no reported problems from Lynton and the property was looking very tidy and the residents were being well looked after. She did not know what would happen with Glenview/Santrew in the longer term.
Cllr Carver reported that a sewer in Rectory Lane had burst but that it had been repaired within 24 hours.

Cllr Norton had been contacted by the owner of 22 Meiros Way about weeds growing on the Parish Council’s access road to the western tree boundary. The Clerk confirmed that this area was already on the weedkilling contract but as the weather had been so wet this year the weedkilling had not been as effective as previous years. The next application of weedkiller was due in September.

DATE OF NEXT MEETING
The next meeting was to be held at 7.45pm on Thursday 4th September 2008 at the Methodist Church, London Road. The Chairman is unable to attend this meeting (and the October meeting) and Councillors were asked to consider changing the dates (from 4th to 11th September and from 2nd to 9th October) or asking the Vice Chairman to take over.
