The Minutes of the meeting held on the 3rd January 2008 were approved as a true record and signed by the Vice Chairman. Proposed by Councillor Webb and seconded by Councillor Wood, and agreed.

REPORT FROM THE NEIGHBOURHOOD WARDENS
Accreditation update:
The scheme is now fully accredited with West Sussex Police. In simple terms this 

Means that the Wardens have enforcement powers for the following under the Police Reform Act 2002: Power to require the name and address of a person whom an accredited person has reason to believe has committed a relevant offence (Such as causing injury,alarm or distress to any other person or the loss or damage to any persons property,or a relevant Fixed Penalty Offence);Power to require a name and address of a person acting in an anti-social manner; Power to require persons drinking in a designated place to surrender alcohol and to dispose of any alcohol surrendered; Power to require persons aged under 18 to surrender alcohol and to dispose of any alcohol surrendered; Power to seize tobacco from a person aged under 16 and to dispose of it. Failure to comply is an offence.

We are still awaiting the relevant official paperwork, including fixed penalty stationery to issue fixed penalty notices.

Anti – Social Behaviour / Criminal Activity:
January is normally a quiet month. We have had one instance of Fly tipping in the Old London Rd. Various reports from Residents about Anti-Social driving at the top roundabout of London Rd. We have encouraged residents to use the Sussex Police Website to report these incidents, with where possible details of cars and registrations. We have also increased our observation patrols of that area in an effort to deter such activity. A car has been reported and Police have taken action against the owner.

Residents have reported possible drug activity in the slip road and car lay bys at the bottom of Kate’s Cakes. Police have been informed and we have increased our patrols and observations of the area.

Report from resident about Suzuki Jeep crossing the footbridge to Broadbridge Farm, spanning the A24.The incident has been logged with the Police.

Yellow Card official caution issued to a young resident for foul and abusive language. The young man and others from a group were also responsible for throwing missiles at the front of the Wardens office. They were identified on the Community Centre C.C.T.V. We visited the offenders and made them clear up the mess. They were cautioned for their behaviour.

We are now in receipt of information about irresponsible dog owners who are failing to clear up their mess. We have officially cautioned two residents and informed them that any future offences if identified by us would be subject to a fixed Penalty Fine. We continue to carry out early Morning Patrols to engage and educate dog owners and are encouraged by the response and information we are receiving about offenders.

Community Projects.
The Junior Warden scheme runs from strength to strength. We now have some 13 members and have run two events and are pleased with the response from the community and the associated press coverage.

Ashington now has its own Walking Bus and it is hoped that with the arrival of better weather we can generate more interest.

The Freetime Soccer project now boasts some 15 regular participants and this serves as an important intervention scheme to divert young people from Anti-Social Behaviour.

A Family Fun Run is also being organised for Sunday 27th April to be held on the Recreation Ground in aid of the Ashington First responders. We are actively looking for Volunteers to help on the day.

A member of the public asked the Warden if the Wardens needed to witness dog fouling before FPN’s could be issued or whether a report from a member of the public was sufficient. The Wardens are professional witnesses whereas members of the public are not and therefore it is important that the Wardens witness dog fouling incidents. The Warden reported that they are receiving good information from local residents.

Item 150 Private School, Billingshurst Road

Parish Councillors met with HDC Councillors, Planning Officers and Representatives from the school. The meeting was very positive and the school indicated that accommodating some of the needs on site would be possible. Some days later the school formally responded indicating that their faith required them to be separated from ‘unbelievers’ and it was not possible to meet any of the needs on the school site. The Clerk circulated this information to Parish Councillors by email and many responded that this was totally unacceptable and contrary to the indications that the school had presented when trying to secure planning permission. The District Council’s own decision to allow the school to proceed stated that ‘a community use/facility within the development’ was necessary.
The Clerk discussed the matter with Andrew Frost (HDC) and both he and District Councillors thought this stance was unacceptable and the school was asked to re-think their position. 
New plans were then made available and include a parish office (3mx4m) and 2 parking spaces both at the southern edge of the site next to the bins & bike stores. Access would be via the farm track rather than through the main school grounds.
Throughout discussions right from the very start of this project the school had indicated to the Parish Council that they wish to integrate into the community. They approached the Council for a list of projects that their pupils could undertake in the village and all Councillors felt that, if given planning permission, the school would seek to work with the Council for the good of the community. Whilst the Parish Council opposed the planning application on the grounds that it was against HDC’s planning policies the Parish Council has never objected to the school itself.

In light of HDC’s decision to approve planning permission the Parish Council had bent over backwards to generate a list of ideas that could be incorporated into the school bearing in mind the school’s apparent desire to integrate into the community. Many Councillors felt that the list generated was of needs not strictly necessary to the village but ‘nice to have’ ideas solely to satisfy the planning requirement for the school. Parish Councillors had in mind a Parish Office integrated into the school and with access to the school car park. By integrating into the school the office would benefit from the security of the school site, the Parish Clerk would not have personal safety issues as people (pupils & teachers) would be in and around the building during the daytimes and the Parish Council would have access to the car park (day or night) if it wished to hold small committee meetings in the office.

The latest proposal from the school is isolated from the main school (whilst it may be ‘within the development’ it is certainly not integrated in the development), there is woefully inadequate parking provision given that the Council may not use the main school car park, the isolated position of the office will give rise to personal safety issues for anyone working in the office by themselves, the footpath and right of way access to the office are badly lit and in poor condition. Whilst this proposal may, on paper, satisfy planning requirements it is most certainly not what the Parish Council had in mind when it put forward the suggestion of a Parish office. 

The Parish Council were extremely upset by the letter from the school indicating that they wished to have full control of their buildings and that they wanted to ensure their separation from ‘unbelievers’. Parish Councillors felt that this was a clear message to all that they had no intention of integrating into the community and that once their buildings were complete they would remain isolated and not welcoming to anyone from our community and was contrary to what the Parish Council had been led to believe throughout discussions with the school.
Representatives from the school were invited to speak. They stated that the design was such that the office would be given freehold to the Parish Council indefinitely with rights of way access across the farm track thus allowing the Council access at any time of the day or night. They would look at how further parking provision could be made available to the Council especially in the evenings. The cost of the office and equipment was many thousands of pounds and the school were prepared to pay because it satisfied a local need. The school had pursued the Parish office suggestion on the recommendation of HDC’s Planning officer as this had been identified as possibly the best means of satisfying the planning requirements. They stated that it was not their intention to isolate themselves from the rest of the village – they were happy to share a nature trail or musical equipment.
Councillors felt that this attitude had been displayed throughout discussions but the recent letter from the school had thrown into doubt whether the school would in reality accept such co-operation.
The Parish Council agreed that the Clerk inform HDC of this discussion and ask that this matter be referred back to HDC’s Development Control committee for further discussion in light of the school’s clear separatist attitude to our community. How can the school satisfy any community needs with this attitude so clearly displayed?
