The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the following:
Applications
DC/06/1099 Applegarth and Oaktree Cottages Billingshurst Road 12x 2 bed flats 3 x 3 bed terraced houses and 4 x 4/5 detached houses
The Parish Council have consistently objected to development on this site on the grounds that:
1. There is inadequate parking available on the site that could result in parking on the verges of Billingshurst Road which is a dangerous and busy road. The Council would like to see substantive trees planted on the verges of Billingshurst Road in order to prevent parking and to screen the development from the road.
2. The site is very close to the roundabout at the junction of Billingshurst Road, the London Road and the northern slip road.

3. The Council has serious concerns over both surface water and foul water drainage at the site and no provision for a pumping station seems to have been made
4. There are concerns about the protection of the mature trees within the area, especially during construction

5. There is no evidence of provision for contributions towards improvements to education, transport infrastructure and community facilities.

This site has been the subject of a number of planning applications over the last few years and the Parish Council feels that these additional applications are intended to ‘wear down’ the District and Parish Councils into approving unacceptable development on this site.
The parking provision could be improved by adding the three additional parking spaces shown on the plan relating to application DC/06/1100 although even with this addition it is considered that on site parking provision is inadequate.
For the reasons above, the Parish Council object to the application.

DC/06/1100 Applegarth and Oaktree Cottages Billingshurst Road  15 X 2 Bed flats , 3 x 3 bed terraces houses and 4 x 4/5 bed detached houses
The Parish Council have consistently objected to development on this site on the grounds that:
1. There is woefully inadequate parking available on the site that could result in parking on the verges of Billingshurst Road which is a dangerous and busy road. The Council would like to see substantive trees planted on the verges of Billingshurst Road in order to prevent parking and to screen the development from the road.
2. Over development of the site

3. 3 storey buildings are out of keeping with the area
4. The site is very close to the roundabout at the junction of Billingshurst Road, the London Road and the northern slip road.

5. the Council has serious concerns over both surface water and foul water drainage at the site and no provision for a pumping station seems to have been made
6. There are concerns about the protection of the mature trees within the area, especially during construction

7. There is no evidence of provision for contributions towards improvements to education, transport infrastructure and community facilities.

This site has been the subject of a number of planning applications over the last few years and the Parish Council feels that these additional applications are intended to ‘wear down’ the District and Parish Councils into approving unacceptable development on this site.

The Parish Council is of the opinion that the additional 3 parking spaces specified in this application is not satisfactory for the extra 3 flats included in this application.

For the reasons above, the Parish Council object to the application.
