Deadline for responses
30/01/2006 The Parish Council objected to this application on the grounds that the 25% reduction and crown was excessive, particularly on the side of the owner of 17 Covert Mead. The proposed cutting would spoil the shape of the tree. This tree was specifically preserved as an amenity prior to the erection of the houses and excessive trimming would spoil the amenity. The Parish Council could agree to some crown lifting if plans were presented again.

Urgent Correspondence

DC/05/2548 & DC/05/2906 29 & 27 Rectory Close - reduce height to 4m (from 7m) and trim back trees on boundary. The Parish Council objected to these applications on the grounds that the ground level of the houses is considerably higher than that of the trees and trimming the trees to 4m in height could result in occupants of 29 and 27 Rectory Close being able to see into the houses behind from first floor windows. The purpose of the trees is to provide privacy between Rectory Close and the houses behind and the Parish Council felt that this could be lost if the trees are trimmed to 4m. The Parish Council would like to see the tree line kept at 7m height.
