DC/06/1340 Erection of one residential dwelling (bungalow) with parking and access, land adjacent to FourAcres, Rectory Lane
The committee raised No objections
DC/06/1247
Sussex Caravan Centre extension to existing building to create a 4 bay service area

Pre plans for demolition of Flowerpots / Brookside London Road
Developer Jamie Richardson present. He stated that he wanted to work with the Parish Council on the redevelopment of the site.

Plan (a) for one shop and 6 flats (5 x 2 bed, 1 x 1 bed)
Plan (b) for six flats (5 x 2 bed, 1 x 1 bed )
The Chairman stated that he had put Mr Richardson in touch with Michelle Warner the owner of Dongara, London Road whose application for change of use from part residential to a pharmacist had recently been refused. However at the time of the meeting she had not responded. Mr Richardson stated that he preferred option (a) with a commercial premises, and the dwelling proposals were for six “Luxury Flats”, with the target customers as those in retirement. It quickly became apparent that the shop would be too small for pharmacy, although there was talk of the possibility of the Golf travel firm perhaps taking on the shop as an office with a pharmacist taking on the golf travel premises. It was also apparent that parking would be the major issue, both within the site and on the London Road, it being adjacent to Bridge Garage. Mr Richardson stated that option (a) could be amended to provide 7 parking spaces, and option (b) to 9 spaces. The committee’s view was that if a chemist could not be provided (as required by the recent Village Survey) then in view of the parking issues option (b) would be preferred. The committee stated that they wish to see the south elevation drawings in the future, in view of the effect on the entrance to the village, and for the frontage to be in Sussex Tile to match surrounding dwellings
