DC/07/0893 25 Rectory Lane - surgery to 10 Beech Trees. The Parish Council would support approval for the trees to be cut no lower than 7metres by an approved tree surgeon and with the permission of the owner of the trees.
DC/07/0872 10 Timberlea Close - new vehicular access onto London Road. The Parish Council object on the grounds that the proposed access is dangerous as it is opposite the entrance to the main shopping area car park. In addition, visibility to the north is reduced by the presence of the traffic island. The Parish Council would like to draw attention to the powers given to Local Authorities in August 2005 in that ‘Local Authorities will have greater powers to decline to determine repeat planning applications from developers trying to wear down resistance to inappropriate development’. Ashington Parish Council is seriously concerned about the number of applications for a dwelling and associated parking on this site from the same developer all of which have been refused by HDC or at Appeal.
DC/07/0919 2 Rectory Close - single storey extension to front and side to provide family room, lobby and utility room with conversion of existing garage to bedroom with en suite. The Parish Council support this application
DC/07/0912 Prior Notification to install a head frame on the existing 20m lattice tower to support existing 02 equipment and proposed 3 no antennae and 1 no dish for T-Mobile, small extension of the compound to allow the installation of 2 x small T- Mobile equipment - Spring Gardens Nursery Spring Gardens Washington. The Parish Council support this application.

DC/06/2388 4 Fairfield Road - single rear and 2 storey extension. The Parish Council is concerned that access to foul drainage inspection chambers for no. 6 Fairfield Road would be under the ground of the proposed extension. Such inspection chambers should be re-sited outside the proposed extension. Otherwise the Parish Council support this application
