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Minutes of Ashington Parish Council Planning Committee Meeting held at 7.00pm on Wednesday 14th October 2009

Declarations of Interest: Cllr Woolley declared a personal prejudicial interest in DC/09/1808 as the proposed barn would be visible from his property

Planning applications

DC/09/1762 Formation of 3 metre wide track for horses - Triggles House, Hole Street. The Parish Council had no objections.
Cllr Woolley left the room.
DC/09/1808 Erection of a steel barn (Agricultural Prior Notification) - Land North East of Mitchbourne Farm, Malthouse Lane.

The applicant was present at the meeting and explained that the access route to the A24 was not new and had been in existence for many years, it has a good visibility splay, is 12ft wide and had been checked by HDC. He recognised that it is a potentially dangerous entrance/exit straight from the fast A24 and he would only use it if his farm machinery was too wide for the alternative access via Malthouse Lane. He confirmed that the barn would be green in colour and approximately 15ft high.
Given this information Parish Councillors raised no further objections.

Cllr Woolley returned to the room.
DC/09/1810 Fell 1 x Oak tree - Oak Tree House, London Road
The Parish Council objects to this application. Councillors do not accept that the tree is diseased and are of the opinion that the dead branches are a result of a very dry summer (limited water) and root compaction due to the proximity of the nearby driveway, road and footpath. In addition, the recently installed gate and large gateposts may have damaged the roots of the tree during construction. The leaves are showing no signs of disease. The Parish Council contends that this tree is of high amenity value and is important in the street scene, hence the TPO on the tree. The Parish Council would like to suggest that the dead branches are removed and other maintenance works are carried out following advice from HDC’s Arboricultural Officer.
